Losses on Decline 
A total of 65 caUs was answered 

by the local fire fighters which in­
cluded 28 in town, 29 within the New­
ark district and 8 beyond the dis­
trict. The loss by fire within the 
town for t he year was reported at 
$6,070, as compared to $9,006 during 
1935. 

The estimated damage by fire with­
in the Newark district this year was 
$22,865 while a loss of $54,000 was 
reported from the out . of district re­
sponses. The total loss for the year 
which amounted to $82,935 shows a 
marked decrease over that of 1935 
when total damages were estimated 
at $200,966.

LOOK BEFORE YOU LEAP 

Men, usually credited with having more mentality than so­
called dumber animals, fail very often to demonstrate the truth 
of that belief. Often-too. often-in fact they are inclined to 
thoughtlessly follow the leadership of wily but persuasive individ­
uals. And, in the majority of instances, where an inducement of 
"something for nothing" is dangled as bait for artless adherents, 
the price at the end brings bitterness and destruction. 

Such is the labor situation in the United States today. 
Harassed by strikes, walkouts, lay downs, sit-downs and other 
forms of labor difficulties, industry, which had been making great 
strides from the depths of 1932, finds itself confronted by 
internal foes . 

The automobilt) industry is practically at a standstill due to 
labor troubles. And with the automobile factories handicapped for 
parts and materials, no less than 77 allied industries feel the 
effects. 

Right here in Newark, where fibre workers laid plans last 
Sunday for the formation of a union, the effects of difficulty in the 
automobile field are being registered. 

Orders for fibre parts for new cars and for similar supplies to 
be used eventually in the production of automobile radios have 
been temporarily stopped. 

Heads of the plants here, however, anxious to keep their mills 
running and their workers employed are stocking material with a 
hope that any day orders will be given for shipment. 

Unless labor and the automobile industry soon get together 
and return to the normal production of cars, however, mills here 
will be forced to curtail programs now. being followed. 

Such an outcome would strike almost every home in Newark. 
Local business would be crippled and the leanest days of the recent 
depression would again settle over the entire community. 

They are all possibilities here through troubles elsewhere. 
Hunger, privation and destitution are hard enough to take when 
circumstances bring them to the fore and only a foolish man would 
force them on himself, his family and his home. Yet wise men are 
often foolish and follow a will-o'-the-wisp to ruin. 

COULD HAVE SAVED 24,000 LIVES! 

Twenty-four throusand lives would have been saved and 
nearly a million injuries prevented between 1926 and 1935 had the 
national trend in motor vehicle accidents kept pace with the re­
ductions made in states having standard drivers' license laws, 
according to the National Safety Council. 

This conclusion is reached in a new study of license regula­
tions, entitled "Saving Lives Through a Drivers' License Law," 
prepared by the Council for free distribution. 

Here is irrefutable evidence that the human element, not the 
mechanical, weather or any other agency, is the principal cause of 
highway slaughter. In states without adequate drivers' law-and 
unless such laws are periodically overhauled to keep pace with 
changing conditions they are almost certainly inadequate-per­
sons who are congenitally careless and incompetent have accident 
after accident, and they keep on driving. Furthermore, almost 
anyone can get a license to drive, irrespective of his qualifications. 

The standard drivers' license iaw, Vl;'hich has been adopted by 
a number of states, does not demand too much. It simply requires 
that no one shall drive an automobile who is physically or mentally 
incapable of operating it safely-and that all drivers shall, 
through tests, show that they are reasonably competent to handle 
a car, and have a good knowledge of traffic laws and regulations. 
Also, sound drivers' law must provide for the automatic revoca­
tion of licenses of motorists who refuse to abide by traffic rules, 
or who are continually involved in accidents. 

The cold statistics prove that a modern license law will save 
lives and property. Every state shoul<;l have such a law.
