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. GENERAL SUMMARY :

This was the fourth consecutive cold March, with abundant
precipitation. Cloudiness, much in excess of normal, caused a
deficiency of about 10 per cent in the monthly sunshine. Rela-
tive humidity averaged slightly above normal. Prolonged periods
of cloudiness were 2d-4th, 7-8th, 22d-24th, and 26-28th; of clear
sky and sunshine, 12-18th, 15-17th, and 29-30th. . Monthly
snowfall averaged greatest in March since 1914. This was not
a windy March. -

The severe, cold weather, which had its inception on January
29, terminated on March 2. A pronounced thaw followed, from
3d to 6th. Another warm period was 16-18th. Cold periods
were 8-12th, 19th, and 22d-26th. The lowest daytime tempera-
tures occurred on the 11th in the Allegheny Mountain region
and on the 23d over the remainder of the section.

- Monthly precipitation, rain and melted snow, was unevenly
distributed, but averaged 30 per cent more than normal. Month--
ly snowfall averaged two and one-half times the normal.

Light snow fellin the Allegheny Mountain region on 6th, 7th,
14th, and 28th,-and in the central and eastern divisions on 19-
20th. On 8th moderate to heavy snow fell over the northern
portion of the section, and light snow and moderate to heavy
rain over the southern portion.
the western portion of thesection, and moderate to heavy snow
over the eastern portion. Snowfall was moderate over the section
on 28d. On 24th light snow fell in western Maryland, and light
snow and light rain in central and eastern divisions.

--The thaw and rains early in the month produced high water
in ice-filled strearns and rivers; some damage resulted by flood-
ing in north-central Maryland.

The greatest daily. range was 56° at
Hancock fTonoloway) on the 17th.

PRECIPITATION _

The monthly average for the section, 4.45 inches, is 1.01 inches
above normal. The greatest monthly amount was 7.17 inches at
Princess Anne; the least, 2.06 inches, at Hancock (City). The
greatest 24-hour amount was 1.89 inches at Princess Anne.on the
31st. Themonthly average snowfall for the section, 11.9inches,
is 7.2 inches above normal. The greatest monthly snowfall was
18.0 inches at Clear Spring, Dover and Millington; the least,
7.5 inches at Crisfield. The average number of days with 0.01

inch or more of precipitation, 14, is 4 above normal.
