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GENERAL SUMMARY

This November was sunshiny and slightly colder than normal.
Rainfall was abundant in the eastern and central divisions, due
to heavy rains of the 12-13th and 27-28th, but it was light in
western Maryland. Prolonged cold prevailed during the 17-
24th. High winds were frequent, but not damaging. Monthly
sunshine was about 10 per cent above normal, except about 5
per cent above normal in the Allegheny Mountain region, where
there was a prolonged cloudy spell during the 15th-22d.

Light snow fell on the 17th, 19th, 20th, and 2lst and snow
flurries occurred on the 38d, 15th, 16th, 18th, and 22d in the
Allegheny Mountain region. "Snow flurries occurred also on
the 17th, 18th, 19th, and 2[st in Allegany County, on the 17th
and 19th in Washington and Frederick Counties, on the 19th
in Carroll and western Baltimore Counties, and on the 20th
over the section to eastward of the Allegheny Mountains.

An easterly wind and rain storma passed over the seetion
during the 12-13th. Rainfall was excessive, 3 to 5 inches in
less than 24 hours, over southern and north-central Maryland.
Streams overflowed their banks. Fields and highways were
flooded in low places. Several persons narrowly escaped drown-
ing. Mapy autos and trucks were abandoned temporarily.
Three feet of water covered the lowest arca in Bladensburg.

Early sown grains were good to excellent; later sown grains
came ap to good stands or were coming up. Grasses and pas-
tures were fair to good. Digging late potatees in western Mary-
land ended.
Kieffer pears ended. Late potatoes in the central and eastern
divisions were dug. Husking corn, plowing, cutting wood,
butchering, stripping tobacco, gathering holly, and harvesting
spinach were in progress. Sowing grains was not finished in
the central and eastern divisions.—J. B., jr.

TEMPERATURE

The monthly mean for the section, 44.4°, i50.8° below normal.
The highest monthly mean was 48.7° at Solomons; the lowest,
35.0°, at Sines. The highest temperature, 79°, occurred at
Hancock and Western Port on the 8th; the lowest, —3°, at
Oakland on the 24th. The greatest local monthly range was
759 at Oakland; the least, 40°, at Delaware Breakwater. The
greatest daily range was 51° at Oakland on the 24th.
