Wife of F'oTmer University 
Professor Dies After Long 

Illness; W ill be Buried 
In Mi~souri 

Word has been received here of the 
death of Mrs. Edna S. Vaughn, wife 
of Dr. Ernest Vancourt Vaughn, who 
was professor of American History 
and Political Science at the Univer­
sity of Delaware until his resigna­
tion several months ago. 

Mrs. Vaughn died at Berkeley, 
California~ to which place the 
Vaughns moved after Prof. Vaughn 
had resigned his local post. Mrs. 
Vaughn died 011 Saturday. 

The trip to California was taken 
in hopes that Mrs. Vaughn's health 
might be restored. About a year and 
a half before Mr. and Mrs. Vaughn 
moved from here, Mrs. Vaughn suf­
fered from a stroke and she never re­
gained her full strength and this was 
the direct cau~e of her death.

" herub" lives in Joplin, Missouri, 
and recently received word that the 
football squad of the University of 
Delaware wa~ going on a preliminary 
tl'Uining trip to Red Point, Md ., and 
that he as a letter man of the grid­
iron had been selected to take the trip. 

The footba lle l' looked up the price 
of railroad fare from hi s home to 
Newark and then dug down in his 
khaki j ea ns and decided that the iron 
men that he WGuid have to pay the 
railroad companies for transportation 
could be used in a much better man­
ner by h imself and he decided that he 
would start hjking the 1300 miles that 
separate Joplin from Newark. 

He star ted from the foothill s of 
Ozark and took the main highways as 
his path. He was not long in hook­
ing up with a ride and he received 
many lifts from owners of private 
machines and trucks. The longest 
I'ide that he received was from a Cin­
cinnati, Ohio, man who , brought him

Th e Handloff store is equipped 
throughout with a burglar alarm sy -
tem and this is what aved Mr, Hand­
loff from a heavy loss. 

About three o'clock in the morn­
in g Mr. Handlofl' wa s awa kened by 
the ringing of his burglar alarm and 
aris ing fro m bed looked at the in­
dica tor and learned that the thieves 
were attempting to enter the front 
of his store.

were trying to open, They had left 
a stick in the tra nsom which they had 
gotten partly opened. The intruders 
had gone to the rear entrance of th 
Handloff store and gotten a 110X on 
which to stand whi le <they tri ed to 
gain entrance to the store, 

MI', Buckingha m, who conducts a 
sto re just below Mr. Handloff' s heard 
the alarm when . i t went off and at 
once obta ined his sho tgun and went 
to the front window in hopes of see­
ing the intruders, but he saw nothing 
but the speeding a utomob il e. 

Arron H andloff sa id t hat he had 
noticed two men acling suspicious in 
the vicinity of t he s tore about two 
o'clock. He was UJl at this late hour 
and noticed the men on Main street.

Sow the lime so that the beds 
will I ok as if there had been a lig ht 
snow, gen t ly rake it in a nd let the 
ra ins do the r es t. Lime, while in it­
self not a fe r t ilizer. li berates other 
plan materi a l in the soil and render s 
it ava ilab le fOl' the bulbs. 

Na r issu need liming f rom time to 
time, and for the iri ' garden it is a b-
ol utely essentia l for the best results. 

The German iri s a re lime lovers and 
they should be given liberal dres ings. 
The lime seems to a dd to the bright­
ness of the tulips a nd they show the 
re ults of an application by an ill­
crease of vigor, both in s ize of bl oom 
and length of . tem. 

Lime is the cheape. t fertilzer that 
can be purchased and can alwavs be 
ecured in t he home ma rket. 'Lime 

your bul b this fa ll , if you have not 
done so before. 

H owever, if you ha ve ll sed bone 
mea l, wait a sea on before applying 
the li me, unles the bone meal was 
placed in the soil a month or two 
previous to planting. . -.

Approximate Figures Show That 

Every Other Person Eats 
Half· Pint Daily 

Taking the population of Newark 
as 3000, figures of the approximate 
consummation of ice cream here show 
that abou t fifty per cent of the popu­
la t ion eats fifteen cents worth of ice 
cream every day during the summer 
months. 

These figures are not held to be ac­
curate, but a re as near to the amount 
of ice cream consumed per day here 
as can be ascertained. For fifteen 
cents one-half pint of ice cream can 
be obtained. Therefore from these 
figures it can be seen that about 375 1 
quarts of ice cream a re sold here 
every day. This is on an average. 
For so me days when the mel' ury is 
hi g h t h 'ale of ice cream i much 
la rger t han on cool days . These 
figu res are compiled for the pe­
riod wh en the college students a re 
not here and when these young men 
and women are in Newark the figures 
probably go a great dea l over t he 
above mark for there is not a college 
boy or J:irl who does not enjoy a dish 
of ice cream, a soda or sundae. 

There are about thirteen of the 
larger pl aces of busi ness in town that 
dis pense ice cream and taking the 
above figures each one of these places 
must dispose of about twenty-one 
quarts of ice cr eam every day. 

'l'he majority of ice cream sold here 
in Newark is suppl ied from factori es 
of Philadelphia and W ilm ington. 
Man y t ons of ice and pounds of sa lt 
are used weekly to keep the cream in 
good condition and mo t of ice cream 
companies supply both ice and sa lt 
to the dealer handli ng their cream. . . .

Desl;ll te a busll1e~shke 
appearance, I know t hat buyer and seller ahke are. amazll1gly 
ignorant of business essentIals. I know we are maccura.te, 
inarticulate, unoriginal, willing to follow cut-and-dned 
methods indiffer ent to the fine points of the game. And I 
know w~ are these things largely because, in our schooling, 
we were taught by fadd ists to value t rifle. We were served 
in dabs, and instead of acquiring effici ency we learned to 
potter." . . . . 

This contributor holds that "vocatIOnal trall1mg, whIle 
it has -failed to secure genuine competence, nevertheless has 
sharpened t he animal instinct of self-preservatio,~ at the e~­
pense of other faculti es we may have possessed. And th IS 
result, it will be admitted, is far from a benefit. Arg.ume~t 
that the existence of our government depends upon mtelh­
gent civic interest; upon willingness among its members to 
co-operate without regard altogether to personal advantage; 
upon sympathy, charity and benevolence, this writer con­
tends that these qualities are departing from us at a time 
when our need of them is the greatest. He continues: 

"To regain them, and to secure for the individual the 
larger success in business, I am convinced that we should 
throw out of our public schools the purely vocational 
subjects-the experimental farms, the mechanical arts , 
the shorthand and typewriting and bookkeeping, the se­
lective athletic tmining, and all the otheT faels that 
clutter our educational syste1n-and in their place. fr'orn 
the first grade on up, concentrate upon instruction in 
fundamentals vital to American life and livin.q. 

"By fundamentals I mean: First, the English lan­
guage; how to ?'ead it and ~v?'ite it and speak it, an,d ~o 
take delight in the lovely things that have been done m tt. 
Second, civil goveTnment and its responsibilities. Tkird, 
an intelligent outline of the development of peoples and 
idws. Fourth, groundwork in geography, mathematics, 
and natural science. Fifth (if at last we are to carry OUT 
flag into the Seven Seas), modern languages-sub.iects, 
by the way, that may be as easilll begun in the lowe?' 
grades as in the higher ones . Sixth, the structure and 
care of the human body. Seventh, and most important: 

"America. Not, however, a meTe chronicle of 
American names and dates and political bickerinps, but 
a panorama of the real America; how America came 
about; the meaning of America; her resolute progress 
alike on the b?'oad highway and on the narrow, tOTtUOUS 
slope; her joyous beauty .. he?' oppoTtunities, and her 
high, troubled vision. I think I have learned something 
of this America, but not in OUT public schools. My lesson 
began in the American E xpeditionaTY Force. 

"These fundamentals, these new humanities, should 
be made, I believe, the meat of ins~ructions in our public 
schools. Training in them will enable our childTen, both 
i'lnmigrant and native-boTn, to value those things other 
than bread by which man lives,' to 'see life steadilll and 
see it whole.' W e may then set them to lear'ning their 
craft without concern either fo?' their own future or fOT 
that of America, because their feet will be planted on 
solid foundations and th ·i,· gaze di?"ected out aCTOSS the 
wider spaces."

In the eal·ly days of rad io no re­
strictions were placed on it by the 
Government.

length and limited power. Today the 
a ma teurs a r e r estricted to 200 meters 
a nd one kilowatt of power and only 
one-half kilowatt when within five 
mil es of a Government station .
