In 
the case of non-fat dry m ilk, schools 
which receive this commodity will be 
required to certi fy that none of it w ill 
be used as a substitute for normal pur­
chases of whole fresh mille 

Other foods all ocaled to Delaware 
schools-Irish potatoes, sweelpolatoes, 
dried whole eggs, and dried fruit-were 
acquir d by the Department of Agri­
culture under its price support opera­
tions. These foods a re also being made 
available to welfa re institutions in Del­
aware.
