was introduced at the instance of 
the Board of Trustees of Dela­
ware College. The present build­
ing site which has been purchased 
by the government encroaches 
upon the land recently purchased 
by the trustees of Delaware Col­
lage for new buildings. If the 
new postoffice should be erected 
on this building site it would not 
only destroy the architecture of 
the government building but 
would impair the appearance of 
the college property and the build­
ings to be put on their land. The 
trustees realizing this appointed 
former Representative William H. 
Heald of the Board, a committee 
of one to look into the matter. 
When Representative Miller and 
Mr. Heald called at the Treasury 
Department in Washington they 
found that the only way the mat­
ter could be adjusted was by an 
act of Congress. The supervising 
architect of the Trea'sury Depart­
ment, who has particular charge 
of such matters agreed with them 
that in view of the purchase by 
Delaware College of the surrou'nd­
ing ground it would be to the best 
interests of the Government, from
