Indians for the purpose of carrying on an advantaeeous 

trade with them. The S edish governors seom to have under­

stood ho best to conc·111ato the Indi ns and retain their 

conf'iaence., nd they soon supplanted the Dutch in tbe st em 

0£ the savages. They oven exercised a protecting po ·er 

over the Delaw res and the Minquas., and then the Iroquois 

came dom to ge r aeainst the latter., in 1662, they 

ere baffled by a regular fort., constructed by S ed1sh en­

gineers, with bastions and mounted cannon. 

1th the S edish Governor Printz, there came to the 

Delauare, in 1643, John Campanius., rendered prominent from 

being the first to translate Luther's catechism into the 

Indian lanr;ua6e., from the f ct that be was for six ye r a 

pastor of the Swee.es, and last, but -not least, boc use of 

his keeping a journal from wh1.ch his grandson, Thor-1as 

Cmnpanius, irote his f !'lous "Description of the New Province 

of New s·weden," illustrated :.rith cuts and maps made by the 

Swedish ongineor Lincestrom. From Campanius ie glean so~e 

interesting information concerning the Indians taking care 

to exclude much that is clearly erroneous. He states th t 

the swedes in his time h d no intercourse except 1th "the 

black and h1te .e es" -- an expression it is difficult 

to understand. The ?1nqu.as, or Susquehannas., had the1~ 

chief popul tion upon the river b ring their name, and in 

the region no Cecil County, r aryl nd ( here they "M9re regu­

larly visited by the S,edish traders), but they are known 

also to h ve been quite numerous t tins upon the Christiana 

and rand" _1ne, and thus in the 1 ediate neighborhood of 

Fort Christina. tis meant by "black and white 111nquas," 



ho1ever , is not even matter for intelligent conjecture -­

though this is not surprising - - in the rltings of the 

S~edish chapl in . Not ithsta ding the f ct t the disclaims 

intorcourse except 1th the inquas, he ca:L.~ly enters upon 

a description of the life , nnors, and customs of the Lenape , 

~hom he accu s of being cannibals , as , in truth, ore nearly 

all tribes of Americ n Indians, but only upon r re occasions .

Something of the trib 1 division and l ter history of 

the vanished Lenape nation re in to bo told. It is not 

probable tat at any tirne after they became kno n to th 

hites the Dela ares d 1n their ~hole region more than 

t1enty- fivo to th.rty thousand people or from five to seven 

thousand rriors . In 1759, but little more than a century 

from the t et t the fir~t no led e of them s obtained, 

thoy d but six hun l"ed fightine men botweon the Del are 

ad the Ohio . It c probable that thoir numbers db~ n 

gre tly reducod, d cimated time and time a ain by the Iroquois 

prior to the coming of the Dutch and Siedes n En lish 

among them. The Del res ero divided ·nto trib o of :rhich 

tho most not ble ore the br nches of the Turtle or U~a.mis ,

"The 

insi," continues the authority from horn e have quoted, 

"extended their settlements from the inisink, a place (on 

the Dela are, in onroe County, Pennsylvania) named after 

them, here they had t eir council-seat and fire, quite up 

to the Hudson on the east, and to the est and south far be­

yond the Susqueh nna; their northern boundaries ere supposed 

ori in lly to be the he ds of the reat rivers Susquehanna 

an Dela ar, and their southern th t ridge of hills known 

in Ne Jersey by the name of uskanecum, and in Pennsylvania 

by thoae of Lehigh, Coghne ago." {Heckewolder--tanners and 

Customs of the Indian Nations.) 

The Lenape and Iroquois confederacy, as has been before 

remarked, ere almost constantly at ar, but after the ad­

vent of the French in Canada the Iroquois, finding that they 

could not 1thstand an enemy upon each side of them, shre dly 
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sou ht to pl cate the Lennpe tribes, and ?Y t e u e of nru.ch 

skillful diplo cy, induced them to bandon arms and ct as 

me i tor bet en all the nations, to take up the peaceful 

pursuit of riculture, and, by voiding r, promote their 

on gro th as peopl 1 and at the same time exercise an 

influence to ar s the pre ervat1on o the entire Indian race.

The 1 ys 1nta1ned that they ere insulted nd 

tr t din de r di nner t treaties to which the Engl h 

nd p rticularly at that h1ch took plac at 



Philadelphia, 1n July, 1742, and at E ston, in November, 

1756, hen the Six Nations were publicly called upon to 

compel the Lenape to ·1ve up the land takon from them 

by the famous and infamous" al ing Purchase" of 1737. 

But for this and other outrages they declared they ould 

not have taken up the tomaha k against the English in the 

so-called "French and Indian War" of 1755- 3. It is pos­

sible that they ould have remained neutral, notwithstand­

ing their grievances, had they not been incited to onmity 

by the Iroquois. After the close of the war, in 1763, 

the Lenape 1thdrew alto ether from tho proximity of the 

bite settlements into the ilds around the upper waters 

of the Susquehanna, and to yalusing, a hundred miles from 

the pioneer settlers of Ponnsylv~nia. They did not long 

re in there, however, for the Iroquois sold the whole 

country to the English. Some of the Iinsis or runae:ys 

had gone before this to the head- ters of the Alleghany, 

nd those of this tribe ho 1ere at yalusing joined them 

t ere. Subsequently the Lenape tribes ere in Ohio, and 

considerable number, chiefly of the insis, in Upper 

Canada, h1le others wero upon the aters of the ab sh, 

in Indiana. Bet een the years 1780 and 1790 they began 

to emigrate from those r gions to the territory est of 

the ississipp1. The remnant of the race thus -- if their 

le end aa true -- retraced the teps of their ancestors, 

made centuries before. 

The Nanticokes, to horn allusion has several times 

been de in this chapter, ere allies and kindred· of the 
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Delawares, whom they called "grandfathers," and occupied 

the lo er part of this State and the Eastern Shore of 

Maryland, and were distinctively a fishing and trapping 

people, rather than hunters and warriors. These facts 

were asserted by one of their chiefs, White, to Losk1el 

and Hecke elder, the Moravian ~.J.sslono.ries and historians 

at Bethlehem, Pennsylvania. The !ianticokes moved north­

ward before the preosure of the slow, but inexorable ad­

vance of the white settlers, and after waging for a long 

period an intermittent war 1th the early colonists of 

Maryland they retreated to the head of the Chesapeake Bay, 

and thence, some of them, under the advice and protection 

oft e Iroquois, moved to the Wyoming Valley, and others 

went farther up the Susquehanna to Chemmenk or Zenin is 

(Shenango), to which region they all immigrated at the 

beginning of the French and Indian War against the English. 

The tribe suffered even more from contact with the Europeans 

than did the Delawares and Susquohannas. "Nothing," said 

.lhite, "had equaled the decline of his tribe since the 

white people had come into the country. They wore destroyed 

in part by disorders which they broue:,ht with them, by the 

small-pox, the venereal disease, and by the free use of 

spirituous liquors, to which great numbers fell victims.'' 

The tribe had so d1indled away that soon after the Revo­

lution (in ~hich they had joined the British standard) 

they did not number more than fifty men. 

The last remnant of this people in Delaware took their 

departure about 1748, from the neighborhood of Laurel, 

1n Sussex County. In this locality -- about a mile from 

Laurel, on the bank of a small stream -- there was quite 

an extensive buryin 1-ground, which was opened early 1n 
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the pre ent ce try by orkm n e ed 1n di ing earth for 

t po e of re iring a mill • Thy dug ups veral 

on- load of bones and left 1 re quantity still r in­

ing in thee rth. The skeletons were in a fair degree of 

preservation, lay side by side and each bone was in its 

proper place . several of them were of such size as to denote 

that the en whose remains they ere , poss seed remarkably 

hi h stature and reat trength, one of them in particular 

bing seven feet 1n length. 

At the time the rave- yard was opened by the spades of 

the laborers there were living in the ne1 borhood several 

very old en ho remembered "the last of the nticokea," 

nd said t ta short time before the left that part of the 

country they s e bled at tis pot , and bri ing 1th them 

the bone of their dead ho bad been buried elsewhere in the 

re ion round about , interred tlem here .with n peculiar 

ceremonies pr or to their ournful final departure from the 

land of their fathers . (Huffi ton's Delaware Register , 

Vol . I , pp . 16 , 17) Heckew lder re rked that •the anti­

cokes d the singular custom of removing the bones of their 

eceased friends fro the burial- place to a place of deposit 

in the country they d 11 in, " -- a state ent which 1a 

ualified by the uthentic account e ave made use of in 

ref re ce to the discovery near L urel . In this in ance 

the In !ans did indeed re ove the bones of their friends 

to centr l loc lity n common burial-pl ce. but they id 

not take the to the locality to 1ich t y er about to 

e 1gr t . Th tin so e 1 s ances they did r move the bones 

oft e dead fro t eir old o e n Del ware and r 1 nd to 

orthern Pennsylvania is incontestable, but in such o see 



the re ins ere doubtl s those of sachems or chiefs, 

distinguished men or very close kindred. Ileckewelder 

is authority for the st tement that in the years bet een 

1750 e.nd 1760 many of thee Indians went down to the Dela­

ware- ryland Peninsula to carry the bones of their dead 

up to yom1ng and Nescopeck, and he says, I ell re ember 

seeing them loaded with such bones, which, being fresh, 

caused a disagreeable stench as they passed through the 

streets of Bethlehem." 

The Susquehannas, who had their home upon the Potomac 

and the Susquehanna, and perhaps their greatest strength 

1n what is no Cecil County, extending their population even 

into the territory of Northern Dela re, were a powerful 

tribe 1th hom the early adventurers, tr ders and settlers 

or the Dela re had much intercourse, and they havo received 

frequent mention in this chapter, but their importance, 

historic lly, makes them worthy of a more specific considera­

tion 1n these pages tban has yet been accorded them. They 

ere -- conclud Francis Parkman and other students who have 

iven special and intelli ent attention to the subject -- a 

branch or outlying colony of that wonderful savage confederacy, 

the Five (afterwards the Six) ations, or the Iroquois, and 

they seem to have cted as a rd or check upon the Dela re 

of the lo er river and other southern tribes, often aging war 

against them and also committing occasional depredations on 

the frontier settlements of aryland. They ere the 1nquas 

or lnquosy of the Dutch, the eng es of Campanius and the 

S eds generally (the En lish corrupting the name into in oes), 

the Susque annas or Susquehannocks of the ,arylanders, and

Pennsylvani into Conesto as). The Susqu hannas or ingoes 

were tal rt r ce of rr1ors and those ho saw them in 

their prime attest th 1r p yalcal superiority over oth r tribes. 

C ptaln ~ohn Smith describes them as 

uch gre t nd ell proportione men as are seldom seen, 

~or they see ed like giants to the l1sh; yea, and tot 

ne1 hbors, yet seemed of an honest and simple disposition, 1th 

much ado r str ined from adoring us as Gods •••• ror their 

langua e it y ell beseame their proportions, sounding from 

them as voyce in a vault •••• Five of their chief werowances 

c e aboord us and crossed the ay in their rge • The pie-

ture of the reateat of them is si nified ln the ppe, the 

cal.fe of who e le was three-quarters of a yard about, and 

all the rest of his limbes so answerable to that proportion 

that he seem d the oodliest man we ever· beheld.

The Susquehannas ere on good terms with the Dutch and 

\ 

S edes, being notably s 1 ted nd championed by the latter, 

ho, as heretofor tated., built for th fort h1eh, in 

1662, saved them fro defeat at the bands of their indred, 

the Six at1ons. The English settlers upon the Delaware were 

equally skillful 1th the Swedes in gaining and securing 

the friendship of this tribe, and carried on a large trade 

1th them. Them intenance of relations at once agreeable 

and advanta eous constantly exercised the d1plo cy or of­

ficials, and communications or an advisory nature re ince -

santly pas ing bet en th Governors at w York and the minor
