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GENERAL SUMMARY

December was very mild and was the second consecutive
month with temperature greatly in excess of normal. - Novem-
ber and December, 1931, averaged 7° warmer than normal..
Mean temperature thlq month was 1° less than in December,
1928, which was the mildest December since 1889. Monthly
prempltatlon averaged 78 per cent of normal. Monthly sSnow-
fall was very light. Fog was not as frequent as in last Novem-
ber. There was little sunshine from 8th to 14th and 21st to 25th.
Christmas Day was fair, with lowering temperature under strong,
gusty northwest winds.

Temperatures were above normal, except for a brief spell of
moderate cold on 8-9th. Warmest per riods were 11- 14th, 18-20th,
and 22d-25th. = Near- seasonable temperatures- prevaﬂed durmg
26-28th.

.Precipitation was below normal, except above in Allegany and
Garrett Counties. Monthly totals were 2 to 8 inches, except
slightly below 2 inches in Washington County and 3 to 5 inches
in Garrett County. Most of the rain fell during the first half of

the month; durmg the second half the 22d was the only day of |,

general rain.

A light snowfall in the early morning of the 9th to westward
of Chesapeake Bay was followed by moderate to heavy rain over
the entiresection.. Snow depths were 0.5to 1.51inches in south-
ern and north- central Maryland and 1.5 t0 2.5 inches in western
Maryland.
