not being able to do anything. I appreciate your taking the trouble 
to read the letters and your writing me so promptly as it enables me 
to plan what I have to do. 

I think we will be able to get the money by December 18. We 
expect to raise most of the money in Mexico from Mexican firms and 
individuals, which is as it should be, but for many reasons we have 
to raise some outside. I had a check this morning for $12,500 dollars 
from a friend at home which will be most helpful. 

I am so interested in this because it is so worth while a 
project and there are some things which must be done of this kind.
