SPECIAL WEATHER SUMMARY

The dry spell which began in mid-April con-
tinued through the first third of June with

most stations reporting about half the nor-

mal rainfall., The "worst spring drought in
recent years" hit the central Delmar Penin-
sula with only 0.88" of rain at Milford,
Delaware in 8 weeks, Showers during the-
second third of the month alleviated con-
ditions but much of this rainfall was used
by crops by the end of the month and
drought was again the main topic of inter-
est to central Delmar farmers.

Lightning again took its toll: two horses
and two ponies were burned to death in a
barn near Riverdale, Maryland on the 2nd;

a man was injured in Washington on the 19th
"when his bulldozer was hit; five cows were
killed and three stunned in a herd near
Westminster on the 23rd; and a number of

buildings and utility lines were hit
and damaged at various times.

Three small tornadoes were reported on

the Delmar Peninsula. The first destroyed
a chicken house and gardens near Bishop-
ville, Maryland on the morning of the 13th,
About 5:15 PM on the 24th a trailer. was
tipped over by a reported tornado at River-~
ton, Maryland and an hour later one was
observed at Nomad Village, 3 miles north
of Bethany Beach, Delaware. The later
damaged beach cottages and other property
in a path 40 yards wide as it passed from
the Bay northeastward across the peninsula
to the Atlantic Ocean.

Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in °F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and wind
novenment in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 63° F,

Evaporation is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type par of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation
and Wind" Table. Max and Min in "Evaporation and Wind" Table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending
at time of observation.

Normale for all stations are climatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.

Water equivalent values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" Table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground.
Samples for obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently occasional drifting and other

causes of local variability in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record,

Entries of snowfall in the "Climatological Data” Table and the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground” Table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" Table include
snow and sleet, Entries of spow on ground include snow, sleet and ice.

Data in the "Extremes" Table; "Daily Precipitation” Table; "Daily Temperature" Table; and "Evaporation and Wind" Table; and snowfall in the
*Snowfall and Snow on Ground"; Table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation. The Station Index shows observation
times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight saving time,
