SPECIAL WEATHER SUMMARY

This month was the wettest August since the
record-breaking August 1955 which featured two
hurricanes, Connie and Diane. Whileno hurricane
occurred during this month, intense thunderstorm
activity during three separate periods, the 3d-5th,
the 9th-10th, and the 19th-27th, brought heavy
rainfall totals to much of the two-state area and
to the. District of Columbia. During the first
period, rainfall was heavy in northeast Maryland
and especially in Maryland's Central Eastern
Shore andinDelaware where considerable flooding
was reported. Thunderstorms on the 9thand 10th
gave heavy rainfall to the northern tier of
counties extending from Carroll County eastward
through northern Delaware. Rainfall during the
third and longest period was heavy in most of
the two-state area and in District of Columbia,
except in the three western counties of Maryland.
A s a result, monthly totals ranged from lessthan
4 inches in the western half of Allegany County
and in Garrett County to as much as 19 inches in
Caroline County area. Many stations reported

monthly totals over 10 inches in Maryland's
Northeast and Central Eastern Shore areas, in
Delaware and in District of Columbia. For some
stations with long records, such as Denton and
Bridgeville, this was the heaviest August rainfall
total. It should also be noted that there was a
much greater than normal number of days with
rainfall greater than 1/2inchandalso greater than
1 inch.

Monthly temperatures averaged generally on the
cool side. Daily temperatures reaching 90° or
higher were but few in number, much less than
the average, as many stations had none or but one
day.

Among the severe storms reported during the
month were the following: a tornado in Mont-
gomery County on the 26th; a tornado in New
Castle County on the 27th; anda waterspoutin the
northern end of Chincoteague Bay on the Sth.
Tornado damage was minor.

DIMENSIONAL UNITS: Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in °F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and
wind movement in miles. Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average dally temperatures from 65°F. In "Supplemental Data"
table directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by tbe number of observations.

OBSERVATION TIME: The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers fake the observations on daylight
saving time. now on the ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 7:00 a.m,, E.S.T, Data in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Dally Temperature™ table, "Evaporation
and Wind" table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPORATION 1s measured in the standard Weather Bureau type pan of 4~-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
table. ¥ax and Min in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temparature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground. Samples for
alnlng measurements are taken from different points for ive rvations; tly, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record

SNOWFALL: Entries.of snowfall in the "Climatological Data" table, the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall" table, include
snow and sleet, Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice.

NORMALS for all stations are climatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960.
DIVISIONS, as used in this publication, became effective with data for October 1956.
STATION NAMES: Figures and letters following the station name, such as 12 SSW, indicate distance in miles and direction from the post office.

SEASONAL TABLES: Monthly and seasonal snowfall and heating degree days for the 12 months ending with the preceding June data will be carried in the July
8aue o 8 bulletin.

DELAYED DATA AND CORRECTIONS will be carried only in the June and December issues of this bulletin.

INTERPOLATED VALUES for monthly precipitation totals may be found in the annual issue of this publication,
