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GENERAL SUMMARY
"June was very wann and sunshiny, with deficient rainfall.
It was the second warmest June of record, with mean tempera-
ture 1° lower than in June, 1925, the warmest June of record.
Monthly sunshine was between 10 and 15 per cent above nor-
mal, the greatest in June since 1923.

Rainfall was of the thundershower type, except on the 18-19th,
when a southeast storm produced a general heavy rain, relieving
the moisture deficiency in western Maryland. A thundergust
caused some property damage in the western portion of Balti-
more City on the 27th. ’

Over the section between the Allegheny Mountains and Chesa-
peake Bay, highest temperatures on the 29th exceeded by 1° to
4° previous highest temperatures of record in June, except at a
few places. Highest temperatures of the month were within 2°.
to 10° of the previous highest summer temperatures of record,
except at Baltimore, where the highest of 105° equaled the pre-
vious highest record of 105° in August, 1918. -

Monthly rainfall was unevenly distributed over the section,
but averaged 82 per cent of the normal. Totals ranged from
glightly under 2 inches in the interior of southern Maryland and
on the Eastern Shore to between 4 and 6 inches in the Allegheny

Mountain region and in the eastern portion of north-central|

Maryland.

Grains, growing crops, grasses, and pastures were mostly good
to excellent. The warm sunshiny weather advanced growth,
maturing, and ripening of crops and was very favorable for field
operations. Planting of corn was finished during the first dec-
ade.
tobacco, and sweet potato plants were finished during the second
decade. Cultivation-of crops and haying were in progress.
Harvesting of peas and strawberries ended on the Eastern Shore
and in southern Maryland during the second decade and in north-
central and western Maryland during the third decade, except
in the Allegheny Mountain region, where harvesting of peas
began during the last week and of strawberries eontinued; both
crops were good. Tree fruit was sizing nicely, but is a short to

TEMPERATURE’

The monthly mean for the section, 74.7°, is 8.9° above .nor-
mal. The highest monthly mean was 77.8° at Baltimore; the
lowest, (7.3°, at Sines. The highest temperature, 105°, ocecurred
at Baltimore on the 29th ; the lowest, 42°, at Oakland on the 15th.
The greatest local- monthly range was 54° at Hancock; the least,
85°, at Solomons. The greatest daily range was 44° at Han-
coek on the 16th.

v PRECIPITATION
The monthly average for the section, 3.25 inches, is 0.70 inch
below normal. The greatest monthly amount was 5.84 inches at
Grantsville; the least, 1.86 inches, at Bridgeville, Delaware.
The greatest 24-hour amount was 3.65 inches at Lutherville on
the 18-19th. The average number of days with 0.01 inch or
more of precipitation, 7, is 8 below normal.

fairerop. During the third decade wheat and rye were harvested:

on the Eastern Shore and in southern Maryland; harvesting of
wheat and rye was not completed in north-central Maryland,
and was in progress in western Maryland, except in the Allegheny
Mountain region, where grains were not yet ripened; barley
was harvested and threshed, yielding fair to good; oats were well
headed, except heading nicely in western Maryland,
ripening in southern and central counties; early potatoes were
matured in eastern and central divisions and in eastern Wash-
ington County, and digging started in some localities; late pota-
toes were being planted; early corn was tasseling; sugar corn was
earing; early apples, early tomatoes, and string beans were be-
ing harvested ; early peaches and pears were ripening; late toma-
toes were blooming; sweet potatoes were vining; considerable
replanting of tobacco was necessary. The growing season ad-
vanced to about normal.

A feature of the month was the southeast high wind and heavy
rain storm of the 18-19th, caused by a-tropical disturbance as
it moved northeastward over the section, the center passing over
eastern Maryland. This disturbance, an unusually early one,
having followed an erratic course over the western Gulf of Mexi-
co, passed inland over the Louisiana coast on the 16th, and then
moved northeastward. Southeast winds were strong to gale force,
cauging an unusually high tide in Chesapeake Bay and Baltimore
harbor, but not of such a damaging type ason August 23, 1933.
Coming as it did so soon after that storm the damage was com-
paratively small, not exceeding $50,000 so far as known. Rain-
fall in this storm was heavy. Amounts were between 1 and 2
inches, except slight]v less than 1 inch on the southern Eastern
Mountmn region and in western Alleqany, Canol] “and Balti-
more Counties, except between 3 and 4 inches in the Grantsville
and Lutherville districts. —J. B.,jr.
