December 1969 was one of the wettest Decem-
bers on record, especially in the eastern half
.of Maryland and in Delaware, where many long-
term weather stations, such as Baltimore, Wil-
mington, Dover, Solomons, and Cambridge re-
corded their greatest December precipitation.
For Baltimore and Dover, these records dated
back to the 1870's. This month's maximum total
for regularly published stations was 8.75 inches
at Bridgeville 1 NW for Delaware and 9.06 inches
at Centreville for Maryland. Other extremely
wet Decembers were 1901 and 1902. 'December
1901 was probably the wettest on recordinMary-
land as all sections of the State had at least
several stations with monthly totalsover 7 inches;
the maximum total was 11.18 inches at Bachman's
Valley,

December had an unusually large number of days,
both with precipitation and also with heavy pre-
cipitation. Some stations recorded as many as
4 days with 1 inch or more. On December 26

l-day totals were unusually heavy in eastern
Maryland and in Delaware; in fact, some stations,

such as Dover with 2.94 inches and Centreville
with 3,65 inches, recorded their greatest 1-day
December precipitation,

Snowfall was also extremely heavy in the west
where long-term stations, such as Oakland 1 SE
and Frostburg, reported their greatest December
snowfall on record, 42.7 inches and 38.0 inches,
respectively. Most stations inGarrettand western
Allegany Counties had snow-cover on each day
of the month, The important snowfalls of the
month occurred on the lst-2d, 7th, 14th, 21st-
224, and 25th-26th. For a large area of Maryland
and for northern Delaware this was the first
white Christmas since 1966. The heaviest snow-
fall of the month was that of the 25th-26th as
most totals from Frederick and northern Mont-
gomery Counties westward ranged from 10 to
16 inches.

December was generally a cold month as monthly
temperatures averaged below normal, except
much below normal in the Garrett and western
Allegany Counties.
