to Each Student Than Previoua Eclitiona 
$292.00 Yet To Be Collected 

In answer to the general inquiry 
going about over the Campus con- t 
cerning the disposition of the five 
dollar !Student Activity Fee paid 
by all members of the Student 
Body last February, William Ott, 
business manager of the 1931-1932 
Blue Hen, ha submitted to The Re­
view a financial statement of the 
publication a n.~de last spring, 
showing the amount that was 
taken in by the book itself and 
then th amount that was drawn 
from the Student Activity Fee to 
cover the remaining expens s of 
the book not paid for out of other ' 
incomes. It hould be understood 
that in previous years th student 
body paid five dollars for the Blue 
Hen, but this year the book wa 
publi hed without any single sub­
scription from the Student Body 
- thi income being substituted by 
that from the Student Activity 
Fee. Due to successful manage­
ment tne actual cost of the Blue 
Hen to each student was only 
$2.23, while this an10unt will oon 
be cut down to less than $1.50 af­
ter Ott has collected the remaining 
accounts receivabl . Below is the
