Candidate For Governorship Of Mary­
land, Once Dry Leader, Now Says 

'Shore Condilions Prove He Was 

On Wrong Band Wagon 

Decla ring tha t hi s travels on the 
Eastern Shore, and elsewher \l, have 
convincd him t ha t t he Volstead act is 
being badly abused and should be r e­
pealed, Marion A. Humphreys, candi­
date for the Republican nomination 
for Governor, and for many years 
a . contributor to the Anti-Saloon 
League of Maryland, has determined 
to make his fight 011 a dripping-wet 
platform, says the "Caroline Sun," of 
Ridgely, Md. 

He is now engaged in the prepara­
tion of a detailed statement which 
wi ll explain, he says, his r eason for 
abandoning the "dry" cause and 
seeking the Governorship on a plat­
fonn' as "wet" as the Atlantic Ocean , 
with John Phillip Hill and other 
dripping wets. 

"For many years," reports " The 
Sun," Mr. Humphreys has been con­
sidered one of the original drys of 
the Eastern Shore and a supporter of 
the Anti-Saloon League. Consider­
able surprise was expressed when the 
platform for himself and two run­
ning mates, Representative John 
Phillip Hill for Senator and William 
F. Broen ing for Attorney-General , 
was announced. 

"Mr. Humphreys' fo rmer stand on 
t he prohibition ques tion is reversed 
by the new platform, which states 
that the candidates are opposed to the 
Volstead act a nd the passage of pro­
hibition enforcement legislation by 
the State of Maryland. 

"Mr. Hill and W. Bladen Lowndes I 
were in Salisbury recently and called I 
on Mr. Humphreys. However, Mr. 
H umphreys declared their visit was 
only of a social nature and hail no 
political significance. 

"In the statement being prepared 
by the candidate for Governor he will 
endeavor to explain why he has be­
come an opponent of the Volst ead act. 
The change of mind was reached 
more than a year ago, he said , and 
was caused by a general observation 
of conditions caused by prohibition on 
the Eastern Shore and elsewhere. 

"'1 am pr eparing a supplementary 
statement to our platform in order to 
explain to my f riends why I am run­
ning for Governor on this platform,' 
Mr. Humphreys declared . 

.. 'I do not know how soon 1 shall 
publish the statement, as I want to I 
take my time and write it in my own I 
style so my friends will know it 
comes directly from me. 

.. 'For a number of years I have 
favored p rohibition and have contri­
buted to the support of the Anti­
Saloon League. However, from my 
observation during travels on the 
Eastern Shore and elsewhere I have 
been convinced that the Volstead act 
is being badly abused. 

.. ' It is this which has led me to 
()ppose the Volstead act and if elect­
'ed I shall advocate its repea l. Not 
one person in fifty understands the 
full import of this law. 1 decided 
more tpan a year ago that if 1 be­
-came a candidate for Governor I 
would run on such a platform as the 
present one.''' ...

It stands at mo­
ments in an atmosphere like that of 
a cathedral crypt, and at others in a I 
meaningless haze, like that about a 
traffic cemaphore on the most polygot 
corner of New York. Yet as a shrine 
it is reverenced as much, apparently, 
if not more, than shrines ordinarily 
are reverenced in 1926.

The Iluthol'i ty of Maryla nd ga me 
wardens will be settled once and for 
a ll in r ega rd Lotheir work on the 
ducki ng fla ts, according to work from 
Elkton lale la st week. 

Sta te's Attorney J oshua Clayton 
will peti t ion the court to issue a 
bench wa rra nt fo r Sta te Game War­
den F . Lee LeCompte, on a charge of 
causing arrests of gunner s, on the 
Susquehanna flats, for crossing the 
imag inary line before the hour of 
5 a . m. It is alleged by State's At­
torney Clayton that the court render­
ed a decision last year to the effect 
the law passed by the Maryland 
Legis lature in 1924, repealed that 
section of the law, which prohibited 
gunners from taking " sets" on the 
~unning grouadJ of the fiats before 
5 a. m. 

During the latter part of October 
last, District Deputy Game Warden 
John Ander son, of Cecilton, by au­
thorty of the State Game Warden, 
published in all of the local papers 
notices forbidding gunner s from 
taking "sets" on the Susquehanna 
flats, until after 5 o'clock in the 
morning on legal gunning days. 
State's Attorney Clayton immediate­
ly after the first notice appeared, 
notified . the State Warden by wire 
about the decision of the Cecil Coun­
ty Court, to the, effect that it had 
been decided that the old law had 
been repealed.
