They are con­
vincing, I think, to any objective mind, and if there is any help 
I can give in defending the move (should that be necessary) or in 
working out details, you have only to command me. I am scheduled 
(so far) for nine addresses before Chambers of Commerce in widely 
scattered cities in New England and the Middle West during For­
eign Trade Week, May 21-26. In each of them I shall say that 
I think the plan is helpful, and should have the support of every­
one Interested in our foreign trade.
