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GENERAL SUMMARY

This January was mild, with a mean temperature 6.7° warmer than
January 1945. It was the mildest January since 1937. Monthly precipi-
tation averaged 52% of normal, the least in January since 1931. Monthly
snowfall averaged 58% of normal, the least in January since 1938.

The cold periods were 1st-2d, 16th, 20-24th, and 27th. Cool periods
were 14-15th, 17th, and 28th. Mild periods were 3d-4th, 11th, 13th, 18-
19th, 25-26th, and 29-30th. The outstanding temperature period was the
warm spell of the 5-10th, which was mostly cloudy; the mean tempera-
ture of this period averaged close to 20° above normal. The 12th and
31st were warm. ) )

Precipitation was confined to the first and third decades; the daily
amounts were light to moderate. The second decade was dry. .

Monthly sunshine was slightly below normal.

There were no damaging windstorms. } .

Monthly precipitation over the section was between 1.1 and 2 inches,
except between 2 and 3 inches over the eastern portions of Kent (Del. )
and Sussex Counties, in Worcester and southern Somerset Counties, in
the southern Allegheny Mountain highlands, and at Fort George G. Meade,
Frostburg, Great Falls, La Plata, Western Port, and Wilmington.

Monthly snowifall over the section presented an unusual distribution.
Totals were trace to 2 inches over Somerset County, 1 to 2 inches over
Cecil and northern New Castle Counties, 4 to 8 inches over Queen Anne,
Kent (Md. ), northern Kent (Del. ), and southern Sussex Counties, 4 to.
9.8 inches in Calvert, Anne Arundel, southern Howard, southeastern
Frederick, Montgomery, Prince Georges, and eastern Charles Counties
and the District of Columbia, 4 to 10.7 inches in the western half of west-
ern Maryland, and 2 to 4 inches over the remainder of the settion, except
5 to 6 inches in the Clear Spring and Keedysville districts.

Light snow fell over the Allegheny Mountain region on the 1st, 15th,
25th, and 26th; at Frostburg on the 4th; over southern Garrett County
on the 12th, 13th, and 24th; at Keedysville on the 12th; at Solomons and
over Worcester County on the 17th; over the section on the 20th-21st,
except falls were moderate to heavy, 4 to 7inches, over Allegany County;
over the central division and Eastern Shore on the 26-27th, except falls
were moderate to heavy, 4 to 8 inches, over Montgomery, southern
Howard, western Anne Arundel, and Prince Georges Counties and the
District of Columbia, and 4 to 7 inches over southwestern Xent (Md.)
County and thence eastward to Delaware Bay.

Snow flurries occurred between the Allegheny Mountains and Delaware
Bay on the 1st, over north-central Maryland on the 11th, over the south-
ern Eastern Shore on the 15th, over the southern third of the section on
the 17th, and over the Chesapeake Bay Region on the 24th. .

Grains and grasses were green, in good condition, and made some
growth. Husking corn, cutting wood, butchering, and pruning fruit
trees were in progress. .

TEMPERATURE

The monthly mean for the section, 35.1°, is 1.9° above normal. The
highest monthly mean was 40.8°, at Crisfield ; the lowest, 29.6°, at Frost-
burg. The highest temperatare, 74°, occurred at Cumberland on the
6th; the lowest, 16° below zero, at Oakland on the 23d. The greatest
local monthly range was 84° at Oakland; the least, 44°, at Crisfield.

PRECIPITATION

The monthly average for the section, 1.71 inches, is 1.61 inches below
normal. The greatest monthly amount was 2.90 inches at Millsboro;
the least, 1.12 inches, at Maryland Line. The greatest 24-hour rainfall
was 1.68 inches at Millsboro on the 30th-31st. The average montbly
snowfall for the section, 4.1 inches, is 3.0 inches below normal. The
greatest monthly snowfall was 10.7 inches at Oakland; the least, trace
at Crisfield. The greatest 24-hour snowfall was 8.0 inches at Great Falls
and Takoma Park on the 26-27th.
