DEFINITIONS

STATION NAMES: Name of thecity, town or locality. Figuresand letters
following the station namesindicate the distance in miles and direction
from the post office or town community center.

DIVISIONS: Areaswithin astate of similar climatological characteristics.
Division averages are calculated using data from stationsthat record both
temperature and precipitation (i.e. not precipitation alone).

NORMALS: Theaverage value of the meteorological element over atime
period. Effective 1 January 2002, the averaging period is 1971 to 2000.
The normalsfor National Weather Servicelocalities have been adjusted so
asto berepresentative for the current observation site.

MONTHLY DEGREE DAY TOTALS: One heating (cooling) degree day isaccumulated
for each whole degree that the daily mean temperatureis below (above) 65
degrees Fahrenheit.

PRECIPITATION: Valuesshown in hundredths of inches are water equivalent
totals, i.e., total of liquid and melted frozen precipitation. Inthe

"Monthly Summarized Data” table the total snow and sleet values shown in
tenths of inches are unmelted amounts. The max depth on ground values of
snow and sleet shown in wholeinches are cumulative unmelted amounts. The
number of dayswith .10, .50, 1.00 or more refersto water equivalents.

PRECIPITATION QUALITY CONTROL: TheNCDC quality control process may delete
precipitation datathat are spatially inconsistent; exceed climatological
limits, or areinconsistent with prevailing weather patterns.

TEMPERATURE: Original and edited temperature valuesare givenin the
"Daily Temperature” table. Edited values are produced when an original
valueismissing or when surrounding stationsindicated a suspect original
value. When alinelabeled OBSis present and contains either adaily
temperature (suspect) or *** (missing), the temperature appearing directly
above, onthelinelabeled MAX or MIN, isan edited value. Summary
temperature information (averages, departures, extremes, monthly degree day
totals) isbased on the valueslabeled MAX/MIN.

WIND: (Asshowninthe”Evaporation and Wind” table) the total wind
movement in miles over the evaporation pan as determined by an anemometer
recorder located 6-8 inches above the pan.
