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took a hard hit as men’s bas-
ketball coach Steve Stein-
walter resigned, soon to be
replaced by a former Duke
assistant, Mike Brey. Final-
ly, in Spring semester, racial
tensions on campus reached
an all time high as a protest
was made against a southern

Order. The |
whole campus
was then sick- |
ened by a
cross burned |
on the lawn of |
the Rodney
complex,
thought to be
in retaliation
to the protest.
Later, Public Safety came
under scrutiny as students
claimed that the organiza-
tion had not taken a bomb
threat made against African
Americans seriously.
However, in spite of all the
unpleasant surprises, the
students, and therefore the
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university, persevered. As
the new student center be-
gan to rise seemingly from
nowhere and a parking deck
suddenly overshadowed the
Deer Park, the university
showed its dedication to stu-
dents by beginning renova-
tions on Colburn Laboratory.

| student body
- | began to show
& | signs of re-
| newed spirit
| through
events like the
| Homecoming
| Pep Rally,
Delaware
Day, and
| many organi-
zational
events such as
Bruce, Derby
Days, and Ag Day.
