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The warmest days of the
month of May just past
were the lst, 5th, 28d, and 24th, when the afternoon heat
rose to 90° and above in the valley districts of Alleganyand
Washington counties, and lingered in the neighborhood of
80° in the cooler regions along the shores of the middle and
upper Chesapeake. Marked temperature changes in short
intervals of time were recorded during the month, and some
of the warmest days were followed by quite cool nights; low-
est temperatures were generally reported on the 8d to Tth,
18th and 14th, ranging on those dates between 25° to 47°,
varying with locality. Light frosts occurred at a number of
stations on the 4th, 6th, 12th, 18th, and 14th. The depart-
ures from normal May temperatures were slight until the
19th when a cool wave appeared, lasting until the 22d. A
brief warm spell followed, but temperatures were again
4° to 16° below normal (Baltimore averages) from the
26th to the close of the month. The change to cooler
weather was sudden and decided on both the 19th and the
26th. .

Precipitation for the section as a whole was above normal,
but the local distribution of the month’s rainfall was very
irregular, there being a margin of overseven inches between
‘the driest and wettest places. The bulk of the rainfall oc-
curred in northwestern Garrett County, and amounts in ex-
cess of the normal were general over all of the western dis-
tricts. The amounts were fairly uniform to the east and
south of Carroll and Baltimore counties, measuring usnally
between 2.50 and 4.00 inches. Earlyin the month only very
light showers fell, but moderately heavy'and general rains

were reported from the 8th to the 18th. Scattered showers,
occurred later on the 18th. On the 22d heavy flooding rains
fell in the western districts, causing the excess for the month
noted in that region, as the amounts at that time were only
moderate in the central counties, and were light and scat-
tered in the south and east. Rain fell on nearly every day
in all sections from the 24th to the close of the month.
Thunderstorms were frequently reported throughout the sec-
tion, and, while many were light, those of the 2d, 11th, 22d,
24th, and 25th were accompanied by severe ‘‘gusts’ at a
number.of stations. Foggy weather was prevalent over
much of the section during the final rainy period of the
‘month. '

The weather conditions in their entirety were favorable to
crops, although the large number of rainy days and the gen-
eral surplus of moisture interfered considerably with farm
work. The frosts were practically without damage, and while
the low temperature periods had a retarding influence on
growth the close of the month witnessed most crops up to a
normal stage of development. Preparations for corn were
delayed, and this erop was somewhat behind in growth, but
by the end of May nearlyall fields had been planted, and the
stands were generally good except in Western Maryland where -
the excessive rains of the 22d were damaging. Wheat, rye,
and barley yellowed somewhat during the rainy periods, and
were flattened in localities by the strong winds that accom--
panied the thunderstorms, but most of the erops straightened
again afterwards. At the close of the month all winter grain
was heading nicely, was heavy in straw, and gave promise of
excellent yields. Oats were about all in early in the month
except in the extreme west where seeding was not completed
until the third decade; the growth was slow but satisfactory,
and at the end of May the crop was in good condition, To-
bacco plants were plentiful and healthy, and transplanting
was well under way at the close of the month. Potatoes were
in fine promise in all districts. Fruit prospects were favor-
able, except that apples were light in blossom in many loeali-
ties; very little loss by dropping was reported. Gardens and
minor crops did well, althongh warmth and sunshine were
insufficient at times. The conditions were unusually favor-
able for transplanting tomatoes, cabbages, and sweet pota-
toes. Early strawberries and June peas were coming to mar-
ket during the final ten days of the month, and large yields

of both crops were in promise.

The curve at the bottom

. of the preceding page
presents many interesting features. Without attempting an
analysis of the curve at the present time, attention is drawn
to what appears to be a long wave of temperature, largely
hidden by the irregular and rapid fluctuations from year to
year, but still discernible in a steady increase from 70° in
1886, the coldest summer on record, culminating in a maxi-
mum temperature of 80° in 1870, the warmest season in 84

- years, then gradually decreasing to 1891, the whole period
covering about 55 years.
