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GENERAL SUMMARY
June was somewhat cooler than normal over the northern

portion-of the section and slightly warmer than normal over the |.
southern portion. The monthly mean temperature for the section |,

was below normal for the first time in June. since 1929,

-Temperatures were mild or warm for the season, except cool
during the 1st-2d, 8-11th, 19th-21st, and 23d-26th.

The warm spell of the 13-18th wasg terminated suddenly in
the late afternoon of the 18th, when strong northeast winds
overswept the section and produced a sharp drop in temperature.

Rainfall was mostly ‘of the thundershower type, except for tha
portheast rains of the 8-9th and 19-20th. The monthly average
rainfall . for the section was above normal and the greatest in.
June for the firsy time since 1929. Monthly amounts were well
above normal over the greater portion of the eastern half of the
section and generally somewhat below normal over the western
half; except above normal in western Allegany County. Areas
of greatest monthly rainfall, 6 to 9 inches, were Cecil and Cal-
vert-Dorchester Counties; the area of least monthly rainfall em-
braced Washington and eastern Allegany Counties.

Monthly sunshine was about 5 per cent above normal, except
about normal in the Allegheny Mountain region. Relative
humidity averaged slightly below normal.

-Growing crops and grasses were mostly good to excellent. |’

‘Wheat, rye, barley, and oats filled out well. Haying was in
progress. Harvesting strawberries, large in size, of fine quality,
and plentiful, ended during the second decade on the Eastern
Shore. . Harvesting peas, a good crop, began during the first
decade in eastern and central divisions and during -the second

decade in western Maryland, except the Allegheny Mountain|. .

region. Planting corn and setting out tomato, sweet potato,

and tobacco plants were finished. Corn grew rapidly and was 1

cultivated. During the third decade: Wheat and rye were be-
ing harvested, except ripening in the Allegheny Mountain region;
barley was harvested and was being threshed, yield was good to
excellent; oats were ripening in the southern counties; early
potatoes were making and maturing; late potatoes were growing
nicely in western Maryland; harvesting strawberries ended in
the central division and continued in western Maryland; har-

vesting peas continued, to westward of Chesapeake Bay, except|

in the Allegheny Mountain region where they were maturing;
early tomatoes, early apples. and early peaches were maturing;
sweet potatoes were vining; tobacco was growing rapidly; corn
was 1 to 2 feet high; sugar corn was earing; and the growing
season advanced to normal or slightly ahead.—J. B. jr.

TEMPERATURE
The monthly mean for the section, 70.5°, is 0.3° below nor-
mal. The highest monthly mean was 74.4° at Crisfield; the
lowest, 62.0° at Sines. The highest temperature, 97°, occur-
red at Cumberland on the 1&8th; the lowest, 34°, at Oakland on
the 1st. The greatest local monthly range was 53° at Hancock;
the least, 34°, at Solomons. The greatest daily range was 45°
at Sines on the 2d. :
PRECIPITATION
The monthly average for the section, 4.56 inches, is 0.51 inch
above normal. The greatest monthly amount was 8.76 inches
at Elkton; the least, 2.76 inches at Keedysville. The great-

est 24-hour amount was 3.05 inbhes at Cambridge on the 19-20th.
The average number of days with 0.01 inch or more of precipi-
tation, 12, is 2 above normal.
