rn dr rna, and world literature; 

but h has n ever forgot t n his 
ar ly n thus iasm.

r cent scientific and authoritilti ve 
bo k, Th Art of Knotting and 
Splicing. 

P rhaps Dt·. Day's enthusiasm for 
knot first became serious when, 
after leaving coll ge, he began to 
take a n intere t in sailing. This 
inter •st grew during summ r aca· 
lion in Maine and led to his 'arller 
book Sailor·s' Knots. Since it ap. 
pea1·anc , his knowledge has grown 
more a T)d more comprehensive and 
d ta il d lh1·ou h the years, so that 
hi new book is an extraordinary 
achi vement. 

The Art of l{notting and plicing 
first imp1· s s lhe reader by Its 
beautiful pictures of the 223 knots 
and theil· variants which Dr. Day 
has discu d. Many of th s pho­
tographs, s uch as those of var ious 
Turk's h ad knots, carrick bends, 
and plain sennits, are fascinating 
cxampl s of design. But the text 
whi h goes with the pictures is no 
1 ·s inl r s ting. Dr. Day h a ex· 
plain d how the various knots 
shou ld be ti d and has discussed 
th u es and dangers of each of 
them. He has carefully distinguish· 
cd knots which differ one from an­
oth r so ·lightly that the ordinary 
per on confuse them, and h e has 
m ade it clear which knots rna be 
reli d on to hold and under what 
circumst.an th should be used. 

ome f his mo t interes ting illus­
t ration · and d e criptions are of 
fi ·hermen 's knots and the art of 
spli ing. 

The part of the book just disC'lLSS· 
d r veals Dr. Day's ability at de· 

scription and classification. In· 
cl »d, on s that though knots 
arc but a hobby with him, h e has 
made u ' e of his knowledge of re­
search m thods developed in his 
mor e rious studies. And the 
arne · n be aid of the other sec· 

tions of the book. There is an 
introduction which contains a dis· 
cussion of knots in folklore and in 
history; a description of many tests 
Dr. Day ha made of the str ngth 
of variou knots in th materials· 
t ting laboratory here at the Uni· 
v •r!>ity of Delaware; and a li t of 
definitions of the terms used in 
his discussion. After reading the 
latter, one r alizes that a great 
man of the things most of u have
