With t he announcement made a few 
days ago to the effect that the East­
ern Powers Company, a big concern 
owning plants throughout lower Ches­
ter County, Pa., and Cecil County, 
Md., is planning to run lines down 
through' thc Eas tern Shore, is causing 
considerable interest among nearby 
residents. 

Farmers living in Pencader Hun­
dred have hopes that a line will be 
run across the upper part of the 
county to Middletown, and that they 
may be connected with the current. 
Likelihood of the Company to run 
lines through the Iron Hill and 
Cooch's district is not probable, how­
ever, according to word from their 
Elkton office. 

Instead it is planned to run two 
lines down the Shore, one by way of 
Chestertown and the other by way of 

Middletown, Del. It has been rumored 
that negotiations are under way for 
the purchase of the Middletown power 
plant by Eustern Power officia ls, but 
no confirmation could be hud. 

The CUl'1'ent f~r these lines w ill 
come from the new dam at Conowingo, 
now being constructed. The lines will 
carry 70,000 volts. Whether or not 
Pencader Hundred will be electrically 
li ghted in the future is still undeter­
mined, but the prospects look poor at 
this time. 

The Ea tern Power Company is 
headed by J. H. Ware, of Oxford, Pa. , 
and has several prominent Cecil Coun­
tians in its directorate. It controls 
light and power lines in Lancaster, 
Oxford, Rising Sun, Port Deposit, 
Perryville, Aberdeen, North East, 
Elkton, Chesapeake City and the in­
tervening territories.

Warren Gamaliel Harding, 
twenty-ninth PI' sident of the 
Unit d States, died in the serv­
ice of his country. He xhausted 
himself in effort to solve the 
post-wnr problems that beset 
a ll civilization , and wore him­
self out in performing the 
onerous and ever multiplying 
duties that have fallen to the 
lot of our Presidents. 

An a ssociation of citizens of 
the United States, including the 
President and his entire Cabi­
net, has been incorporated for 
the purpose of er ecting a suit­
able memorial to our late Presi­
dent. 

The three-fold purpose of this 
association is to erect and main­
tain in perpetuity a ma usoleum 
wherein to place the remains of 
the late President, to acquire 
his home in Marion, Ohio, for 
conversion into a shrine where­
in a ll his personal effects, books, 
speeches, momentos and belong­
ings, together with a roll of the 
names of a ll t hose who contri­
bute to the fund for these pur­
poses, may be preserved in 

affectionate memory and under­
standing; and to endo w a War­
ren Gamaliel Harding Chair of 
Diplomacy and the Function of 
II Government in connection 
with some existing university . 

I am confident that it is the 
desire of all good citizens of 
this State to assist in perpetuat­
ing the memory of the man who 
has held the high office of the 
President of t he United States 
and commanded so universally 
the affection and respect of 
those for whom he labored and 
laid down his life. 

Now, therefore, I do hereby 
proclaim for this purpose the 
week of December 9 to Decem­
ber 16 Harding Memorial Week 
and f urther urge all religious, 
business, soci~l, fraternal and 
civic bodies to commemorate 
our late President in a fitting 
manner at one of their regular 
or special services or meetings, 
and to contribute to this me­
morial according to their means 
and inclination.

hat little old Delaware, nestled as 
t is, out of the main arteries of trade 
nd aWfiY from the rush and con­
usion of the high speed march of 
vents, should have some man or 

group of men to tell the real story of 
LS life as a State and to set down for 
enerations in the future the great 
ceds of its famous citizens who lived 
n the past, is the subject in brief, of 
n article appearing in the Outlopk 
or November 28th. Lawrence Abbott 
. the writer. Mr. Abbott leetured last 
ummel' in Wolf Hall under the aus­
ices of the Service Citizens of Dela-

ware. He is a son of the late Lyman 
Abbott, founder of the Outlook. 

In part the article says: 
"Delaware i& a small State­

the second smallest in the Union. 
Indeed, the only possible boast it 
may make of physical grandeur 
is that it is nearly twice as large 
as Rhode Island. At that its 
greatest length is less ~ than a 
hundred miles and its greatest 
width thirty-five. At one point it 
narrows to a breadth of nine , 
miles, where a good walker may \'" 
cross It on foot in three hours' 
time. Its political and personal 
history, however, is only another 
proof that the spirit of man can­
no tbe estimated by linear mea­
sure or confined by geographical 
limits. 

"One of the most famous books 
of science, Gilbert White's "Na­
tural History of Selbourne," de­
scribes the flora and fauna of a 
little English parish: and a de­
lightful classic in the literature 
of travel, Xavier de Mastre's 
'Voyage autor de rna chambre,' 
was written within the confines 
of a bedroom. By the operation 
of this same mysterious intellec­
tual force there have been pro­
duced in the little tract of coun­
try called Delaware, with a popu­
lation today of only about 200,000 
some of the finest statesmen that 
have been bred in this country. 
I have passed through the State 
scores of times on a railway 
train, but for the first time I 
have just paid it a real visit, 
dUl; ng which I had the pleasure 
and honor of meeting one of its 
statesmen of whom I wish to 
speak a little later in this article. 
It was this visit that tur ned my 
attention to the remarkable part 
which Delaware has played in the 
politic~\ drama of the United 
States and impressed me with the 
truth which is of course revealed 
every'where in history, that di­
minutive physique is no measure 
of spiritual power. 

.'v/any Statesmen; Fe1.U Biog1'aphers 
"Perhaps one reason why the 

romance of the history of Dela­
ware is not better known is that 
she has produced no great literary 
genius to portray it, She had in 
Revolutionary days a Paul Re.­
vere of her own, but no Long­
fellow to sing his praises. She 
has a family of statesmen, the 
Bayards, of which the great­
grandfather, the grandfather, and 
the father of the present Senator 
Bayard have all sat in the United 
States Senate, but none of them 
has immortalized the family in 
litel'ature, as Charles Francis 
Adams and his brother Henry 
have immortalized the four gen-

I 

erations of the Adams family in 
Massachusetts. Senator James 
Asheton Bayard, the great grand­
father of the present Senator 
Bayard, was elected to Congress 
in 1796. He was a Federalist, 
but that did not prevent him from 
influentially espousing the cause 
of Jefferson for the Presidency in 
the deadlock between the great 
Democrat and his gifted but un­
scrupulous rival Aaron Burr. It 
is conceivable that the whole 
course of American history might 
have been changed-eertainly not 
for the better-if Burr had been 
placed In the White House. We 
may therefore owe much that we 
wot not of to that Delaware 
statesman. His grandson, Thomas 
F. Bayard, is of course better 
and more widely known. He was 
Secretary of State and Ambassa­
dor to England under President 
Cleveland and contributed dig­
nity to both high offices. 

"The du Pont family is another 
remarkable development of Dela­
ware life. Its founder Pierre 
Samuel du Pont de Nemours, was 
a French statesman, economist 
and educator. He was a liberal, 
but not a radical, in the French 
Revolution, and carried on a most 
interesting correspondence with 
Thomas Jefferson, in which he 
outlined a plan of National edu­
cation for the United States. He 
finally 'l!ame to this country, 
settled in Delaware, and with his 
sons established a powder works, 
which has grown into one of the 
great industrial organizations of 
America. His lineal descendant 
in the fifth or sixth generation is 
one of its chief executive heads. 
It is an interesting fact that the 
present Pierre du Pont is as 
deeply interested in education as 
the founder of the family, the 
fr iend of Jefferson, was more 
than a hundred years ago. The 
'Service Citizens of Delaware,' 
an incorporated organization of 
which Mr. Pierre du Pont is the 
President and, I believe, the 
foundel' is backing and aiding the 
public school system of Delawl1l'e 
in an original fa shion, whic!h it 
would take an entir~ newsr-apar 
article to describe. 

Th1'ee Signe1's ' 0/ Decla1" .ttion 
"But before' the Bayards ami 

the du 'Ponts little Delaware put 
her stamp upon the structure of 
the United States. She furnish­
ed three s igners of the Declara­
tion of Indepedence - Thomas 
M'Kean, George Read, and Cresar 
Rodney. It is a matter of history 
that Read was at first opposed to 
the Declaration; it is a matter of 
tradition that Rodney rode post­
haste on horseback the hundred 
miles from the southern extremity 
of the State to Philadelphia in 
order to .affix his signature to the 
deathless document and thus re­
cord his State as an advocate of 
liber ty. Speed was nccessary­
and in those days the bridled and 
saddled horse was the speediest 
machine of transportation-for 
in this great act the representa­
tives in this Continental Congress 
voted under the unit rule. It is 
certainly not beside the mark to 
say that this ride of Rodney's is, 
in a way, comparable to Paul 
Rever~'s.

Highway engineers in various parts 
of the country are finding it advisable 
in a greater degree to repair concrete 
roads with asphaltic materials. This 
is true particularly in Maryland, New 
York, California, New Jersey, 'Vis­
consin, Illinois, Missouri, North Caro­
lina, Oklahoma, Michigan, Ohio, Kan­
sas, Iowa{ Colorado, Texas and 
Canada. 

Concrete roads are prone to de­
velop longitUdinal and tr"nsverse 
cI·acks. Everywhere these cracks are 
being filled with asphalt. Maryland 
has been resurfacing some of its con­
crete roads laid in 1913 and 19V, by 
means of a sphalt. Among th!!se is a 
two m ile stretch of the Baltimore­
Washington Boulevard near the Bal­
timOl'e city li mits that was built in 
1913, of Portland cement concrete 
a nd r esurfaced with asphalt in 1919. 
The road from . Baltimore to Camp 
Meade, built in 1914, of compressed 
conc rete, was resurfaced w ith aspha lt 
a lso in 1919. In Baltimore city it has 
be~n found necessary to give some 
concrete a flush coat of bituminous 
materia l cover ed with g r.avel. 

In New York a numbet' of concrete 
roads have been Tesurfaced with 
aspha lt. All told, up to 1921, eighty 
miles of concrete roads laid in this 
state fro m 1912 to 1914 had been s'o 
r esurfaced. Among these were the 
Cicero-Brewerton r oad in Onondago 
coun ty, four miles long, and the Mor­
avin Lake Road in southern Cayugo 
coun ty. Eight miles of conc t'ete road 
in Suffolk county have been Tesur­
faced with aspha lt. Po··t r.heRter, N. 
Y. , app lies aspha lt and grits to O\! d 
concrete pavements. In Waverl y, N. 
Y., it is the p I'actice to covel' concr ete 
with bituminous macadam and gravel.

WITHIN A FEW YEARS, IS PREDICTION 

Fuil Oil Instead of Coa! and Wood Disculled at Im­
portant Meeting in Philadelphia This Week • 

Oil burning for house heating is here to stay, and it is 

going to grow and become a permanent part of the oil trade, 

according to speakers who took part in a discussion on the 

subject at a meeting of the--Oil Trades Association in Phila­
delphia, Monday. 

Leaders in the indl}stry said the only drawback ~~t the 

present time is a proper typeJ>f equipment. In this connec~ 

tion Henry Loebell, presid nt of the Combustion Utilities 

Company of New York, said that of 1500 different makes 

only a few were good and some others had possibilities. 

The speakers dwel.t on the necessity of having proper 

equipment; preferably a non-gravity burner, and it was 

urged upon the oil industry to begin a plan of education as 

to what is a good burner. 

Henry L. Doherty, president of the Cities Service 

Company of New York, made an appeal for a burner de­

signed to use the h.eaviest possible oil as a means of provid­

ing the cheapest fuel for the householder and removing the 

fire hazard. 

The expense of delivery will count in the future de­

velopment of the trade according to R. D. Leonard, vice­

president of the Atlantic Refining Company, who suggested 

household storage tanks of 1000 gallons capacity. He said 

that in Philadelphia there are 100 buildings, and from 500 

to 600 homes heated by oil.
