The second in the 1947-48 Researcil 
Lecture Series at the University of 
Delaware will be delivered at 8:15 p . 
m., on Thursday. Nov. 20, by Dr. Sel­
man A. Waksman, microbiologist at 
Rutgers University, who will have as 
his topic, "Microbes Comba tting Dis­
eases of Man and Animals." 

Dr. Waksman is one of the scientists 
who, early in the recent war, develop­
ed stretomycin. Associated with the 
New J er sey Agricultural Experimen t 
Station at Rutgers, he and his co­
workers there are credited with the de­
velopment as well as the discovery of 
the chemical compound outsta nding in 
the tigh t against disease. 

A native of Kiev, Russia, Dr . Waks­
man has been in the United States 
since 1910. He has r eceived degrees 
from the University of California and 
Rutgers, where he has been professor 
of soil bacteriology since 1930. In addi ­
tion, he has been soil micr obiologist 
a t the New J ersey Agricultural Experi ­
men t Sta lion since 1921 and marine 
microbiologist of the Woods Hold 
Oceanographic Institute since 1930. He 
is a member of many scientitlc societies, 
and has served as president of the So­
ciety of Ameri can Bacteriologists. He 
has numerous publications in the fie ld 
of soil bacteriology.
