very badly over the northern Eastern Shore, where roads were
blocked for several days.

Precipitation, melted snow and rain, was above normal in
southern Maryland and the southern and central portions of the
Eastern Shore, and below normal in the other divisions. It was
‘yery light in western Maryland.

" Grains and grasses were snow-covered throughout the month
in the northeast portion of the section, the longest such period
known. In southern and western portions grains and grasses
were brown, when not snow-covered. Field work was ata stand-

.still, The ground was deeply frozen, Peach buds were killed.

“The ice condition in rivers and on the Bay was the worst since
the winter of 1917-18.
