WEATHER SUMMARY

This August was marked by rainfall which was rather variable in the different parts of the
two-state area and by temperatures which averaged near normal. Cloudiness was more than
usual, making the percentage of sunshine somewhat below normal, The number of days with
thunderstorms was greater than ordinary but the occurrences of hail were relatively in-
frequent. The average speed of the wind was slightly below normal.

Although monthly totals of rainfall averaged above normal, the amounts of the various sta-
tions showed a very wide range. In Delaware, extreme amounts were 10.93 inches at Dover
and 3.09 inches at Wilmington New Castle Airport. The range in Maryland was from 11.00 in-
ches at Preston 1 S to 2,05 inches at the Cumberland Police Barracks. The greatest defi-
ciencies in precipitation were reported in northern Delaware and northern and western Mary-
land, although some Maryland stations in those areas had above normal amounts. Some sta-
tions in extreme southern Maryland were moderately deficient. Amounts exceeded normal by
more than four inches in portions of Kent and Sussex Counties of Delaware, and portions of
Wicomico, Dorchester, Caroline, Calveri, Montgomery, Anne Arundel and Kent Counties of
Maryland.

Thundershowers were reported from some part of Maryland and Delaware on the 1st-13th,
16th-21st, and on the 28th and 3lst. Despite the high number of thundershowers, the oc-
currences of hail were relatively few, being reported only from Frederick, Germantown,
Grasonville, Benson and Brookside Manor,

Temperature averages were close enough to normal to be classified as normal. Only about
one-fifth of the stations had averages which deviated from normal by one degree and only
one station by as much as two degrees. The occurrence of temperatures of 90 degrees or
more were relatively infrequent for August. Part of the cause of the fewness of days with
high temperatures was the high ampunt of cloudiness which prevented the usual daytime climb,
ordinarily associated with sunny skies. Delaware's mean temperatures for the month varied
from 75.7° at Dover to 73.5° at Millsboro, while extreme temperatures ranged from 94° at
Georgetown on the 5th to 41° at Millsboro on the 24th. Mean temperatures in Maryland showed
a variation from 78.6° at Crisfield to 66.5° at Sines Deep Creek, and the extremes were 96°
at Huntingtown on the 5th and 35° at New Germany on the 23rd and at Qakland on the 24th.

The weather of August was influenced by a large number of stationary fronts over or near
the Maryland-Delaware Section. Showers which became rather frequent and general shortly
after the start of the month quickly brought an end to the dry weather which persisted
through the last three weeks of July. Although the first two-thirds of the month were
the wettest, there were sufficient showers during the last third for good crop growth.
The large number of stationary fronts over or near this region indicates the general lack
of vigorous warm or cool air streams. Deviations fram daily normal temperate values gener-
ally were less than ten degrees. Most high temperatures for the month were in the 90- to
95-degree bracket and occurred on one of several dates. A vigorous mass of cool air, the
most pronounced of the month, moved down from central Canada to bring the cleest tem-
peratures on the 23rd-25th, without exception. Low temperatures mostly were in the 40's
but some mountain readings were down in the upper 30's while near water and urban values
. were spread through the 50's. However, bright sunny skies during this time made the days
pleasantly warm. )

The rains of the first part of the month arrived just in time to avert a critical crop
condition. Although the July dryness had its adverse affects, conditions improved rapidly
during August, The frequency of rain and the general lack of cloudbursts permitted a high
percentage of the rain to soak into the ground. By the end of the month, peaches and early
apples were being harvested in volume, The harvest of canning crops was active but tomato
volume was declining on the Delmar Peninsula. Cutting tobacco became general. Some ground
was being prepared for fall seeding. - H.L.A.
