The interpreta ti on of the pa rables 
" r Jerus has brought forth m uch 
d iff~ ren ce of opinion. The Impor­
tan t point to ben r in mind is tha t 
the Inte rpreta tion must be one con­
, lstent with other scripture, as well 
os with our Lord' s OW11 r evelntion 
of its meaning when given. We 
have His own interpreta ti on of the 
pa rable of the Sower CMatt. 13: 16· 
23 ) , but He di d not inte rpret the 
" ther pa rab les of our lesson, lenv­
IIlg it for us tEl ca refu lly seek th ei r 
m eaning and gladly receive their 
Ills truction. f 

I. Take Heed now YOll Dear (v\, . 
:)·8) . 

This par a ble Is I ightly ca lled the 
va rable flf the Sow~r for our Lord 
so named it (v . 10) , but a s we read 
I t we see tha t the lesson It tea ches 
rela tes primarily to the four k inds 
of hearers of the Word of God. 

There ore some who hea r and 
Ihe ir hearts li nd minds have so long 
been the common road \lvcr which 
every worldly Infiuence has passed, 
that It has become so hard the Word 
of God finds no lodg men t, but is 
qu ickly carried away by the bird s. 
which ore the " vultures of worldl i· 
ness" and wi ckedness (see v. 19). 
Reader, If your heart Is lik\! that, 
a sk God to brea k It up. Let us 
an shun those hardening in flu ences 
which destroy our susceptibility to 
God's Word. 

Others there are who hear and 
the seed to kes root.. but the soil is 
so shallow that it has only a quick 
g rowth which soon withers. These 
a re those whose life is large ly emo­
tional, thrilling to a new experi· 
ence, but not ready to face tr ia ls 
and the responsib iliti es of li!c (v. 
21>' As long as th e Christian life 
looks attractive such sha llow folk 
wa nt to be coun ted in, but when 
they learn that it involves sacri · 
fice. they a re gone. Sha llow souls, 
pray God to give your lile depth 
a nd real meaning and worth. 

Others hea r and receive the truth , 
but soon permit the cares of life 
to chnke and destroy it (see v 22>' 
'This pictures modern life so aptly 
tha t one could dwell with prom on 
Olt' vitol lessons here ta llght. 

Thank God, some of the seed 
br ings forth a ri ch ha rvestl There 
is encnuragem ent for every teacher 
and preacher of th e Word of God. 
Notice cvv. 8, 231 th a t If wc sh lluld 
br ing rorth 8 hundred ·fold it would 
be tragic to bear only thirty or s ixty. 

II. Beware of the Power of E,·II 
(vv 31 ·33) . 

Just os the mustard pla nt wus 
never intended to c row in to a tree 
In which the b irds wou ld dwell , so 
Chl·istinn lty was neve r tnt~nded to 
be a nomina lly Chris ti a nized wor ld 
em pir e In which ungodly men, th o 
da rk birds, of th e evil nne C v 10). 
should find comforta ble lodg ment. 
Unfortunate ly . th a t is wha t much of 
professing Chris ti a nity has be­
come. Le t th ose of us who love th e 
Lord bewa re tha t we a re not m is· 
led by it. 

The para ble of the leaven teaches 
the sa me lesson.
