Names and Locations of Streets of Wilmington. 

The city of Wilmington was originally laid out with reference to the 
two rivers (the Brandywine and Christiana), that flowed along the 
northern and southPrn borders, and marked its boundaries in those direc­
tions. Since then the channels of its population have widened and over­
flowed, and the limits of the city have been greatly extended in every 
direction. The Highlands. Henry Clay, East Lake and other suburbs 
have been added, and the DuPont's Banks and Rockland are but an out­
post of our city, and should be reckoned as a part of it In every estima­
tion of our population and resources. 

We expect Wilmington to go increasing in size, as well as in years, 
growing and expanding until her present garments shall be entlrelJ' 
too straight for her, or shall appear too shabby and mean for her 
Increased wealth and enlarged and greatly beautified proportions.

Beginning at the Christiana bridge, at the foot of Market street, 
the streets that are at right angles to Market street are Water, Front, 
and the numerals to Thirty-sixth street, the northern boundary of the 
city; fer example: Water, 1; Front, 100; Second, 200; Third, 300, etc. 

On the south side of Market street bridge the streets running east 
and west parallel with Front street are Lobdell, A, B, C, D, E and F, 
and follow in order, beginning with Lobdell street. The numbered 
streets that intersect Market street at right angles extend entirely across 
the city. 

In addition to these we have Delaware avenue, extending from Tat­
nall street west to Rockford Park, and in the northwestern part of the 
city, and parallel with Delaware avenue, we have Gilpin, Shallcross and 
Lovering avenues and Wawaset street. They extend from Adams street 
west to tbe park. 

In the southwestern part of the city, below Front and parallel with 
It, we have Chestnut, Elm, Linden, Maple, Sycamore, Beech, Oak, Cedar, 
Bannipg and Tunnell streets. All of these extend from Maryland avenue 
west to Union street. 

The above are the principal streets of the city. There are others 
of more or less extent and importance, all of which are given and briefly 
described in the "Alphabetical List." 

The numbers of all streets running north and south, or east and 
west, increase by hundreds, at their intersection with all principal 
streets, whether the number of houses make a full hundred or not. 

ThA short streets have hundreds corresponding with the main streets 
with which they are parallel, and begin to number from the intersecting 
street, having the lowest number or hundred. 

The streets at right angles with Market street number each way 
from it, whether they intersect it or not; and those intersecting it are 
designated "east" and "west" to denote the direction of a number or 
place from Market street. 
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The numbers of Market street and all streets parallel with it above 
Frant, Increase towards the north; below Front they increase toward 
the south. The number of all streets east of Market street and at right 
angles with It Increase toward the east. 

The numbers of a11 streets west of Market and at right angles with 
It Jncrea.~e toward the west. 

The numbers of all streets running east and west are even on the 
south side and odd on the north side. 

The numbers of all streets running north and south are even on the 
east side, odd on the west side.

'ro facilitate the description of the prominent named streets they 

are deEignated as so many squares, east and west of the dividing line, 
Ma1ket street, thus: Jackson street 10 squares w means 10 squares west 
of Market; French 2 squares e means 2 squares east of Market, etc.
