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GENERAL SUMMARY

April was cool, dry, rather windy, and unusually sunshmy
This was the thnd successive April,  with temperature and
precipitation below normal. Monthly snowfall was light, and
confined to the Allegheny Mountain region. Monthly sunshine
was 10 per cent above normal and the greatest in' April since
1899. Relative humidity was low, averaging close to. 10 per
cent below normal. Most of the precipitation fell during the
rainy period of 8-12th, which improved the water supply. The
features of the month were the prolonged cool spell of :8-18th,
and the unusually long period of mostly clear sky, abundant
sunshine, and dry, plez_x'siaypt weather from 14th to 24th, inclusive.

The 1st, 4th, 8-18th, 2. 95th, and 27- 28th were cool the
5-7th and 19th were shghtly mlld and the 2-3d, 20th-23d, and
the 29-30th. were warm. Change to cooler at mght of 3d and
of 23d wasg pronounced.
