Layton Mabr y as Jock, the 
optimist, rose to heights and w nt 
to th depths. His enthusiasm. 
which at tlmes came out as over 
acting, fitted him for the part, but 
he lacked the fir that was possessed 
by Annand . 

Bobby Kase did a nice job as 
Little Johnny 1n displaying a re­
markable memory for Jines. Zadoc 
Pool was all that was required of 
th minor character of the Mall 
Carrier. 

Miss Kay Gulnard did a splendid 
job as Molly. Her dancing was ex. 
cepttonal, and although she did not 
have much to do in the way of 
acting, that little bit WM very nicely 
done. 

May I compliment Arthur Krause 
and Don McLellan for their plano 
playing and the work or the tech­
nical staff of the E 52 Players for 
their tlne set. 

But for the play itself; that 
charming littl bit of trivia which 
adds up oo nothing. I view th 
play as a coli t1on of character 
sketches. It the works of Saroyan 
llv . and I doubt lf they will, they 
wlll be rem mbered chiefly for th it 
characters .
