) GENERAL SUMMARY

Severe cold prevailed from January 23 to February 2, and on
February 6-7 and 27-28. Northwest gale of January 14 caused
some damage locally. More than one thousand poles on the
Eastern Shore and several hundred poles in southern Maryland
were felled under the weight of heavy glaze (ice-coat) upon wires
on- January 22-23. Snowfall was heavy in western Maryland on
January 22-23 and in north-central and southern Maryland and
on the northern Eastern Shore on January 23. Strong winds of
January 23-24 caused snow drifts several feet high. . Heavy ice
in rivers and the upper Chesapeake Bay interrupted vessel move-
ments and oystering from January 25 to February 10.  Precipita-
tion was unusnally frequent during March, The first half of April
was very cool, unusually cloudy, and wet; the second half was
dry and sunshiny. Dust clouds prevailed on March 6, 20, 21, 22,
and 30, and on April 15,17, 28, and 29. In May: Rainfall wag
heavy on the 2-3d in western Maryland, on the 6-7th over the
northern portion of section (very heavy in southern portions of
Baltimore and Harford Counties), and on the 21st over the south-
ern Eastern Shore. Warm spell of June 13-18th was terminated
suddenly by strong northeast winds in the afternoon of the 18th.
Severe thundergust on June 18 caused heavy damage in Hagers-
town and the surrounding territory. Southeast rain was heavy
over the eastern half of the section on July 8-9; streams over-
flowed their banks and fields and roads were flooded in Cecil and
Harford Counties, and also locally in southern Maryland; a
number of bridges were washed out. The warm spell of August
11-22 was humid. A severe thundergust caused considerable
damage northeast of Havre de Grace on August 3; another caused
heavy damage at the B. & O. R. R. grounds of the Fair of the
Iron Horse, at Halethorpe, on August 13. Summer rains were
mostly of the thundershower type. In September: The first
decade was cloudy and wet; the second and third decades were
sunshiny and dry. The heavy rain of the 4-6th was excessive
over southern Maryland and the southern and central portions
of the, Eastern Shore; over this area the 24-hour amounts were
the greatest of record, the total rainfall of the 4-6th was the
greatest of record for any rainstorm, and the monthly rainfall
was the greatest of record for any month; damage to crops and

property was estimated at $2,000,000. A tornado on the 4th, moving from between
Brandywine and Naylor in Prince Georges County to Willoughby in Queen Anncs
County, caused heavy damage to property and crops along the path; another tornaco
on the 5th caused some damage in northwestern Somerset County. Typieal autumn
weather characterized October. The first decade in October was the coldest such period
sinee 1876. November was unusually cloudy. Northeast storm of November 17 caused
exceptionally heavy rain over the Xastern Shore and the eastern portion of north-
central Maryland. In December: The third decade was severely cold; snowfall was
heavy in the Allegheny Mountain region on the 20th, over the central and southern
Eastern Shore during the night of the 22-23d, and over the entire section on the 29-30th;
and the monthly snowfall was the heaviest since 1904.

This year was slighty colder than normal. January and February were moderately
cold; April, May, and September were cool; June and October were slightly cool;

March, July, and August were warm; November was mild; and December was cold.

This was the fourth successive wet year for the section as a whole. Annual preeipi-
tation was well above normal,except somewhat below normal in Washington,Frederick,
Carrol], and Baltimore (except the southeast portion) Counties. Totals for the year, 55.
to 65 inches, over the southern half of southern Maryland and over the southern and
central portions of the Eastern Shore, were. the greatest annual amounts of record for
those divisions. Over the remainder of the section, annuval amounts were 40 to 55 inches,
except 35 to 40 inches between the eastern foothills of the Allegheny Mountains and
Parrs Ridge. Precipitation was abundant in January, was above normal in April, May,
and June, was normal in July, was below normal in February, March, October,
and.December, and was deficient in August; November was wet; September was very
wet, and was the wettest September in southern Maryland and the southern and central
portions of the Eastern Shore.
