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GENERAL SUMMARY

This month terminated the long period of deficient rainfall
and unusually abundant sunshine of the last three months, July
to ::eptember inclusive. The average monthly rainfall was the
greatest of record for October. Monthly amounts were 2 to 4
times the normal, except in the Allegheny Mountain region.
The month was milder than normalkover the eastern half of the
section, but cooler than normal over most of the western half.
First general killing frosts of the season in the various divisions
occurred later than normal. Periods of overcast weather were
4-6th, 12-13th,.16-20th, and 23d- ‘)Gth those of mostly clear sky
and abundant sun%hme were 1st-3 ch and 28-30th. Month-
ly sunshine was 10 per cent be](._nv nor mal. Relative humidity
averaged normal. Heavy rains of 5-6th and 17-18th caused high.
water in all streams.  Moderately strong winds were frequent.

The 1st was slightly cool. Cool«pells were 6-8th, 11-15th,
and 30th-31st. Mild periods were 2d-5th, 9-10th, and 1() 27th.
Temperatures on 28-29th were seascnable. -

Monthly rainfall was nnevenly distributed over the section.
It averaged two and one-fourth times the normal. In western
Maryland totals were 8.5-to 6.5 inches; elsewhere they were
mostly 5 to 8 inches, except 8 to 13 inches in the Blue Ridge
Mountain region.

There was a J]ght snowfall on tbe 6th and in the early morn-
ing of the 28th in the Allegheny FMountain region.

Grasses and pastures improved from poor to fair. (General
sowing of wheat and rye, delayed by dry weather, in progress
during the seccrd week, was interrupted by thesecond wet spell,
and was not {irished. Early-sown grains, up to good stand,
were nicely gricnduring the last week, when late-sown grains
were corning 1 1.  Harvesting tomatoes and sugar corn, cutting
tobaceo, digging sweet potatocs, and digging late potatoes in
western Maryland endéd.
picking late apples and keiffer pears were in progress. Some
tobacco was stripped. Digging of late potatoes in central and
eastern divisions began during the third decade. Water contin-
ued low in deep wells.—J. B., jr. :
