June 1968 temperatures averaged near normal
to slightly below normal. Temperatures, reach-
ing into the middle and upper nineties on the
30th, were generally the highest since the previous
June. Rainfall, mostly from thunderstorms,
varied widely across the two-state area, Its
distribution was above normal, to much above
normal, in the Washington, D. C., metropolitan
area and central Maryland, and in parts of
southern Maryland, central, and southern Eastern
Shore; elsewhere, it was near normal to below
normal,

During the month there was marked thunder-
storm activity over the two-state area, especially
on the 3d, 10th, 12th, 16th, 19th, 24th, and 27th.
Funnel clouds were -observed at Oakland, Mary-
land, on the 10th and at Dover, Delaware, on the
12th. A severe thunderstorm struck in Rock-
ville, Maryland, on the 16th, and caused con-
siderable damage with its unusually strong winds.
Hail to the size of 1-3/4 inches was reported at
Potomac, Maryland, on the 3d.

DIMENSIONAL UNITS: Unless otherwise indicated, dimensional units used in this bulletin are: Temperature in °F, precipitation and evaporation in inches and
wind movement in miles, Monthly degree day totals are the sums of the negative departures of average daily temperatures from 65°F. In "Supplemental Data"
table directions entered in figures are tens of degrees. Resultant wind is the vector sum of wind directions and speeds divided by the number of observations.
OBSERVATION TIME: The Station Index shows observation times in local standard time. During the summer months some observers take the observations on daylight
saving time, Bnow on the ground in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table is at observation time for all except Weather Bureau and FAA stations. For these
stations snow on ground values are at 7:00 a.m., E.5.T, Data in the "Extremes" table, "Daily Precipitation" table, "Daily Temperature" table, "Evaporation
and Wind” table, and snowfall in the "Snowfall and Smow on Ground” table, when published, are for the 24 hours ending at time of observation.

EVAPQRATION is measured in the standard Weather Bureau type'pan of 4-foot diameter unless otherwise shown by footnote following the "Evaporation and Wind"
able. and Min in "Evaporation and Wind" table refer to extremes of temperature of water in pan as recorded during 24 hours ending at time of observation.

WATER EQUIVALENT values published in the "Snowfall and Snow on Ground" table are the water equivalent of snow, sleet, or ice on the ground, Samples for
obtaining measurements are taken from different points for successive observations; consequently, occasional drifting and other causes of local variability
in the snowpack may result in apparent inconsistencies in the record.

SNOWFALL: Entries of snowfall in the "Climatological Data" table, the "Snowfall and Spow on Ground" table, and in the "Seasonal Snowfall” table, include
Gnow and sleet. Entries of snow on ground include snow, sleet, and ice,

NORMALS for all stations are climatological standard normals based on the period 1931-1960,
DIVISIONS, as used in this publication, became effective with data for October 1956.
