Heavy impervious area and existing architectural infrastructure supply a great opportunity to remove impervious area and 
underutilized structures and roadways. Existing structures could be repurposed for future use. Various ecosystem types are present 
on site, although in poor condition, the base of these ecosystems are present and the opportunity to improve them should be looked 

into. The proposed bike path heavily divides the available space for development. Much of the site is in a delineated wetland, and 
therefore has strict limitations on development and usage.
