Under the capable lead r hip of Student nion 
Committee Chairman, Bill Nicoll, and ne\ nion Mana er, 
Mrs. Josephine Hewes, the stud nt enterprise looks forward 
to a very successful year. 

The scope of operation has widen d con iderably since 
the time of the beginnings of the nion and now includ a 
wide range of task and student services. An example is the 
sale of supplies for group picnics. 

The nion' policy is govern d • -------------­
by the manager and the Stud nt 
Union Committee, along with Fac­
ulty Advi er Mr. Bernard Clement 
and Financial Adviser Mr. Abra­
ham huchman. The financial 
statements are checked monthly by 
an Informal group cons! ting of 
Mrs. Hewes, Bill Nicoll, Mr. Clem· 
ents and Mr. Shuchman. 

Fi'nancial actlvitie are regulated 
by the "fi cal year," which began 
on July 1 of thi year. Although 
July is a "slow" month for the 
Union, the report for July, '51. how­
ed an almost even break m the 
profit and lo s columns. Augu t 
and September figures, however, 
revealed undesirable losses. Small 
summer school attendance and the 
drop in fall enrollment are believed 
to be Important reasons for the 
slump. October, one of the best 
months, Is not expected to yield 
any operating loss, but rather a 
profit. In fact, profits for the best 
months of operation are anticipated 
to hit a net total of between sixteen 
and eighteen hundred dollars. The 
sand dollar .

'Great Colombia' 

In 2d Grad Lecture 
Th . econd in th Univer ity of 

D !aware' 1951-52 s ri s of Gradu­
ate Lectures was pr . en ted at 4:30 
p.m. y t rday in niver ity Hall, 
Dean Franc! H. quir pre iding. 
Mr. David Bu hn II, Instructor in 
His tory, poke on "Gran ol mbla: 
a n ns ucce . ful Experiment in Na­
tional Organization." 

The lecture cone rnect primarily 
th problem of national organiza­
tion in Spani h Am rica-i.e., how 
on can account for the political 
disunity that followed the attain· 
m ent of independence in the Span­
i h, as dis tinct from th e English 
or Portugue e, colonies in the New 
World. Taking northern South 
Am rica as a case study, Dr. Bush­
nell de cribed first the g neral con­
dition of Ecuador, V nezu Ia, and 

ew Granada (or present-day O· 
lombia) on th ve of independenc ; 
traced th formation of the repub· 
lie of Gran (or "Great") Colombia 
out of the elem nts; and analyzed 
the hief probl ms faced by th 
n ew government. In conclusion, h 
listed poss ibl r a ons for th ulti· 
mate failur of Gran Colombia, and 
uggest d that it was entially an 

artificial cr ation, "without firm 
roots in popular tradition," and 
that union in this ca e failed to 
off r the same concrete advantages 
tha t had mad desirable the forma­
tion of the nited Stat s.
