X am extremely concerned about,the farther de­
velopments in Europe and am afraid that the American 
people at large does not clearly realize the reaction 
of the happenings in Europe on our own country. 

Last October a German lawyer, who as reserve 
officer participated in the attack on Poland, told 
Ml that the Dutch antiaircraft batteries were manned 
by Germans is Dutch uniforms. This news was not 
entirely correct but the smuggling of carloads of 
Dutch uniforms into Germany which was revealed in 
January showed that there was some truth In too above 
information, as incredible as It had appeared to me 
at that time. 

Another German, still the leading man in one 
of the big German industries spoke shortly before 
Christmas to me about the German determination to 
bring England on its knees by an attack cm England 
herself and her invasion. This was to be accomplished 
with the help of continuous raids for a week or more 
by the majority of German bombers and submarines, 
without consideration of losses and reserves. At 
that time it was intended to attack the English coast 
primarily from the Belgian and perhaps Dutch shores, 
which the Germans planned to bring into their 
possession* 

The same man told AW that if X wanted to render 
a servioo to Europe and certainly also to ay country 
and the whole world by helping to preserve what wo 
are used to call ideals of life and civilisation I 
should communicate this plan to USA pointing out 
that Germany would try and unquestionably partly 
succeed in destroying English munition factories and 
that the Allies would be unable to throw the Germans 
back if USA were not immediately ready and if possible 
had already begun to supply war materials of all 
kinds and ammunitions in great quantities, which the 
Allies May not bo able to produce themselves after 
such attacks. 

It seemed 
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It seemed to me inappropriate at that time to 
write you this. I am afraid I committed the same 
mistake of which I am accusing since before the war, 
the European Neutrals, to believe they will serve 
their own interest best if they do not mix in matters 
which do not touch them directly; I have decided to 
writ* to you now after yesterday*s and today*s con­
versations with the same gentleman, as Z stronger 
and stronger feel that unless USA side up with the 
Allies in the true sense of the word, there la real 
danger that Hitler will subdue the Allies and be­
come the whip of the whole world* 

It is no more the question of continuing to 
make profits - not to speak of a probably only 
short prosperity - or even of preserving what one 
has, but of defending and preserving a place and an 
atmosphere where future generations can exist and 
earn their living. 

This possibility is at stake which perhaps -
and he was close to saying "probably* - only with 
the immediate and most active help of the USA can 
be preserved and assured. 

X appreciate all the difficulties which pre­
vented the Allies from sending troops to help Finland 
but the forced peace is a fact now, and it aaamn 
probable that this is neither the end of the suffer­
ings and losses of Finland nor for Sweden and Norway* 
Not only that Scandinavia la now again a supply 
house of Germany, I know that preparations are far 
advanced by Germany to make Scandinavia another or 
additional "Point de depart" for the attacks on 
the British Isles* which Belgium was planned to be­
come before the Finnish war and peace. 

Mr* Sumner Welles may haws heard that the 
German government very seriously bellows la finish­
ing the war this summer* The prospects that the 
USA will hardly take part in the European affairs 
in the soar future and that a change is not to bo 
expected before the next President is elected may 
Influence Germany's plan of trying to beat the 
Allies sow* 

As fantastic 
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As fantastic a* It may seem there are rumors 
that Hitler is already building or preparing rooms 
at the Qbersalzberg where he plans to hold the 
peace conference. 

He figures to be in a position to destroy by 
submarines and air raids so many English ports and 
shipyards, men of war and merchant ships, in service 
and under construction, and ammunition factories, 
in other words industrial centers, that Great 
Britain will be ready to make peace before this 
summer is over. 

Hitler may continue to spare France in the hope 
that if she sees what happened to Great Britain she 
will gladly consent to peace. 

Such a result would leava Hitler the glory to 
have won the war without much fighting and lasses. 
And this consideration makes my informant believe 
that the so much feared attack oa the Western front 
may remain bat a threat, as until now. 

If, however, the Allies should start an attack 
then of course Hitler would feal freed of all hesi­
tations and proceed with the utmost cruelty which 
corresponds to his usual practice. 

My informant expressed the same opinion as last 
December that without the help of the USA, which 
would have to be organized at once and sat in with­
out delay aad secretly, just as all preparations of 
Germany, the help will come too late, lika as in the 
case of Finland* 

What Hitler allegedly said to Hauschcing in­
cluding that about USA la undoubtedly his attitude 
and opinion oven though he may aat have said It to 
Rauschnlng. 

It is, my informant said, a sad picture to see 
capitalists in all countries consider nothing but 
their property aad their profits and without the 
least consideration for their country shortsightedly 
wait in the Fuehrer*s antichamber and barter away 

their 
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their countries. They apparently had not enough 
examples in Czechoslovakia, Austria, Poland that 
there is B O compromise with these people. Wenner 
Green • or however this Swedish millionaire with 
interests all over the world spells his name - went 
to the Bahama Island last September and returned 
now and according to my informant had a three hour 
talk with Goering. It Is incomprehensible that 
Goering has the reputation to Hi more reasonable 
than the others* He is supposed to have had a 
better education but he is not s trifle better 
than the other gangsters forming the German 
government. This is the uniform opinion of all 
people who know hla personally. 

Hitler is working for his power and thereby 
Glory although without the least regards for the 
happiness of the German people but his satraps are 
only thinking where and what to steal next to lead 
a lavish life sad tuck away as much as possible. 
They replace in smaller number the plutocrats whom 
the nazis so bitterly attack. 

As I said, nothing is done for the German 
people, the houses built for them are no mora 
"Siedlungen" but Mietskasernen, of the crudest aad 
flimsiest type; the railroads are in a terrible state, 
there are not enough trains for the distribution of 
foodstuff, raw materials and the passenger service, 
nevertheless 20,000 more oars will be used for the 
coals to be transported to Italy. The people seem 
entirely filled up aad oeeupled with their hatred 
against England, which the government succeeded in 
making general almost unanimously. So has also the 
conviction become general that Germany will win 
the war. - These are two powerful trumps in Hitler's 
hand* 

It is well conceivable that Uttlor would make 
a seemingly quite mild peace with the Allies in order 
to prevent the USA to enter the war now and figures 
that once the peace is made the USA will be happy 
that it la over and not dream of supplying any more 
war material. They will not realize that there is 

no compromise 
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no compromise with the Nazia who will not keep what 
they promised or agreed to, they will continue to 
arm with all possible strength and in two years their 
next action will begin. 

In such a peace agreement Germany may prevent 
England from building new ships etc.. and the English 
will comply and even may agree to a control while 
the Germans will go on arming until they have the 
superiority also on the ocean. 

Hitler will daring this next phase of the 
struggle with Great Britain otherwise in the follow­
ing one, grab colonies and build submarine and air­
plane bases there. Then the actual danger for the 
USA begins which the people of the USA at large seem 
not to realize or admit at present, - just like the 
Scandinavian six months ago. There is no compro­
mising with the Nazis, they are gangsters - don*t 
lot us forget that. 

I cannot understand that the example of Finland 
Is not convincing enough* Nothing is unbelievable 
in connection with Hitler and]his men and nothing 
seems impossible for them. 

The USA should not fool themselves in believing 
they can do business with a Hitler Europe. Yes, if 
we accept their roles of the game, whatever they amy 
be at a certain moment sad others, if they decide 
to change them* No, there Is no compromise with 
these people and as wo would have to fight thorn 
alone after the Allies are beatoa or have made peace 
Ilka Finland for fear thaw cannot resist If they 
are left to themselves we must support the Allies 
at once and with all our strength. We must giro 
them credits now for whatever they need and not lot 
them exhaust themselves, we have all and every 
interest that they do not lose confidence in their 
final success. We cannot begin early enough to 
supply them with whatever they need. 

Wait and see on our part will load the Allies 
to o second Munich - to a second Finland; and my 
informant went on * although Mr. Sumner Welles may 

bring 
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bring similar news home, I am afraid that it will 
take longer than this stammer before the USA are 
supplying the Allies with all they used* Our hope 
therefore is that: either Hitler dies, which to 
assume there is no more reason than for anybody 
else to die, or that the Allies manage to hold out 
through this summer and the next winter and be­
ginning 1941 when the USA will be sending them war 
materials at fall speed and strength, as he believes 
definitely they cannot win without us. And I 
cannot but share this opinion. 
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
