A BILL 
To encourage military training. 

1 Be it enacted by tlze Senate and II ouse of R<ptcscnta-

2 tives of the United States of Ame1·ica in Con:71·css <tss.cmb!cd, 

3 That from and after thf first ,la~· of ,fomrnr.,·, nrnw Domini 

4 nineteen hundred an<l seventeen, no person thn1 urnll'r thr 

5 age of forty years shall be eligible to a.ppointment in tbr 

6 classified service, unless prior to such time such person :-:hnll 

7 have voluntarily receiYccl, under rules nncl rrgulatio11-.; 1wH1e 

8 and published under authorit~· of the Secretar.,· of ,Ynr, such 

9 military training for a period of nt ll'ast t\Yo mo11th. · ns :-:hnll 

10 'be provided for in such rules ancl rcgulatiomt ~o pPr:-:011 
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1 shall, after such regulations shall han' been published sixt.v 

2 days, be eligible to appointment to the classified service ,Yho 

3 shall not have become enrolled under said regulations m,

1 of forty-fiye years, he shall have received the military train-

2 ing provided for by such regulations. 

3 SEC. 4. That the Secretar~' of War is hereby authorized 

4 nud directed to prepare and publish regulations enabling 

5 persons~ under the proYisions thereof, to become enrolled 

6 for and receive the training prescribed under such regula-

7 tions; for issuing to such persons certificates that such duty 

8 has been duly perfo1med; for excusing persons physically 

9 or mentally unfit for such training from taking the same; 

10 for substituting in case of women, training for hospital or 

11 similar service in lieu of such military training; and pro-

12 Yiding that those members of the Society of Friends, com-

13 monly called Quakers, conscientiously opposed to perfmm-

14 ing militar:' servicl' which urny inYolvc the taking of human 

15 life, may in lieu of militar? training, under such regula-

16 tions, take such trnining useful to the Nation in time of war 

17 as shall be, by said regulations, prescribed as the useful 

18 equivalent thereof.
